Worship

Every year in class, | ask my seventh-grade students to make an ark on a
paper plate. On these artful pieces, they write what they would bring onto
their arks if they were Noah. And then, of course, they decorate them and
put them up in the Hebrew school wing near the seventh-grade classroom.
The students, not surprisingly, say they'd bring their families, their friends
and their pets. However, in the past few years, | have noticed that the
students are bringing fewer people and instead bringing more and more electronic
equipment with them on the ark. Years ago, they wanted their video games. Today,
most arks are not complete without an MP3 player and a computer. (This year, one ark
even had a gymnasium.) It doesn’t surprise me that students desire to bring these
things with them. However, this year, many students also gave their reason for wanting
these things. They said they wanted their computer, their MP3 and/or their books so
they wouldn't “be bored” on the ark.

Boredom. Such an interesting concept. Why are so many of my students afraid of
being bored? | wonder if, as a society, we are used to filling up our time with things-
doing things, playing with things, listening to things. Do we do this so that we do not
need to listen to others and to ourselves? Through their art project, my students taught
me something. Our society rarely takes time to just “be.”

It can have negative effects on one’s soul if he or she does not take time to unplug and
just “be.” Our sages tell us that this is the reason why we have Shabbat. Even God
rested! What a great role model for humans! Once a week we can put aside our
electronics and connect to something more divine: God, ourselves and our families.
And guess what? Contrary to the opinions of our seventh-graders, connection to one
another isn’t boring!

Ironically, we don’t have to wait for Shabbat to do this. Anytime | disconnect from my
electronic devices, | open up an opportunity to connect to myself. Instead of listening to
my iPod, | can listen to my breath running through my lungs. Instead of talking on my
cell phone, I can talk face to face with my son- who seems to only want my attention
when | am on the phone! | can practice mindfulness- which can lead me to a greater
sense of peace. When | am mindful of my life and the present moment, | am more apt
to be grateful for what | have, and less focused and fearful of all that | may not have in
the future.

My students have opened my eyes. Life without electronics is not boring! In fact, in our
society’s attempt to use technology to bring us closer, | wonder if we are not further
away from one another than ever. | am committed to exploring Jewish mindfulness
over the next few months and how we can reconnect by de-connecting from our

electronics.

I’d like to hear from you if you are open to a class on Jewish mindfulness and
meditation. Of course, in order to do this, you’'ll have to connect to your computer to
email your thoughts to me, or call me at the synagogue. | hope you'll join me on this
journey. And when you're at the synagogue, go and check out the seventh-grade
bulletin board by the social hall. You can read all about what seventh-graders would
take on their arks.

Did you think that all prayer melodies originated at Mt. Sinai? Although it
seems that way, many of the tunes we hear during Shabbat services at
various synagogues were written in or around the 18th century. In our

. worship service, many of these older melodies have been replaced by more
contemporary ones.

On Friday, November 30th, we will celebrate a special Shabbat. With the musical
talents of Rabbi Cosnowsky and Greg Zelman, we will be transported back to the 18th
century when we hear Rabbi Cosnowsky many liturgical offerings written by Lewis
Lewandowski (and some of his contemporaries).
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Lewandowski was born in Prussia (now Wrze nia in Poland). At the age of 12, he went
to Berlin to study piano and voice and became solo soprano in the synagogue. After
graduating with high honors, in 1840 he was appointed choirmaster of the Berlin
synagogue. In that capacity he rendered invaluable services in the development of
music for synagogue ritual. His arrangements of ancient Hebrew melodies for choir,
cantor, and organ are considered masterly productions, characterized by great
simplicity and a profound religious sentiment. Don’t miss this exciting worship
experience!

Adult Activities
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In order to make this blood drive a success, we need your help! Our annual blood drive
will be held from 8:00 a.m.-1:00 p.m. on Sunday, October 28th in the Stoller-Soreff
Social Hall. Life Source Blood Centers will be taking appointments every 15 minutes.

While walk-ins are welcome, appointments will take priority. If you have never donated
blood before, the entire process takes about 45 minutes, with most of the time spent
filling out forms, answering questions, and having refreshments. The actual donation
takes about 10 minutes.

Life Source Blood Centers is federally licensed and regulated by the FDA. In general,
the donor must be in good health and feeling well, be at least 17 years of age (16 with
written parental permission) and weigh 110 pounds or more.

There is NO chance of getting AIDS from donating blood. A new sterile needle is used
for each donor and is thrown away after a single use. In addition, donating blood has
nothing to do with AIDS. There is no way a donor can contact AIDS or any other
disease by giving a pint of blood.

Blood donation is quick , simple, personally rewarding and saves lives! One pint of
blood could save three lives. If you would like to schedule a time, please call Kathy
Shapiro and indicate the time you would like to schedule—8:30 a.m., 8:45 a.m., 9:00
a.m. and so forth every 15 minutes until 1:00 p.m. Thank you!

Remember, blood is like a parachute.
If it is not there when you need it, chances are you'll never need it again.

Have you ever thought about taking a river cruise on the Danube River?

The synagogue is planning such a trip for June 2008. This 12-day trip will
begin in Budapest and conclude in Prague.

There is a lot of Jewish history in Eastern Europe. Did you know that Budapest has
one of the largest Jewish populations in Europe today, with over 80,000 Jews? In
medieval times, Jews lived in Buda as merchants, shopkeepers and craftsmen. The
Jewish community dates back to the late 11th century. Prague’s Jewish history goes
back even further. Jews have lived in Prague since 970 C.E. and by the end of the
11th century, a Jewish community had been fully established.

We will begin our trip in Budapest with a Jewish heritage tour, concluding the day with
Shabbat dinner together. As we cruise on the Danube, we will go to Bratislava, Vienna,
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Melk, Linz, Salzburg (and see the setting for the “Sound of Music”) and Regensburg.

Message from Our Educator 10/24/07
This year our tenth-graders are participating in a new program called
SPARK HeartAction. There is a national organization called Jewish
| Funds for Justice that underwrites this program. The students spend 12
weeks engaged in conversation about and with seniors. With the
guidance of their teacher Wendy Peck, our teens have partnered with
N residents at Beacon Hill. They spent the first few weeks of class
- = | learning about seniors and talking about what Judaism says about the

: ,-._- elderly. On October 7th, they went over to Beacon Hill to have their first
- encounter with their partners in this project. The students who attended
were amazed at how vibrant these seniors were. Some of them shared that their
person was 89 and still led a very active life. We have nine groups that will meet
together six times between October and December. Each group has two or three of our
tenth-graders and one resident from Beacon Hill. On the weeks that the students do
not go to visit, they debrief and reflect on their experiences and prepare for the next
visit. By the end, our goal is for each group to put together some sort of project. It is
our hope that some of these groups will continue to meet long after the class ends. Not
all of our teens have grandparents who live close by and not all of the Beacon Hill
residents have grandchildren who come to visit, so it is a win-win situation.

This is true Jewish Service Learning. The program aims to improve the quality of life
for older people while broadening the life experiences of our teens. The name,
HeartAction, reflects the Jewish value of engaging in service (Action) in a reflective and
compassionate way (Heart). The value of Gemilut Hasadim (Acts of Loving Kindness)
underlies the structure and content of the program. Only half of our tenth-graders are
doing the program this semester. Next semester, the rest of the class will do it. If you
see one our teens walking around the building on a Sunday morning in an orange long-
sleeved shirt with SPARK written on it, you will know that is one of our tenth-graders in
the program!



On November 4th we will have our annual OSRUI Camp Day for our 3rd - 7th graders.
We will simulate a day of camp. Last summer we sent 70 children to OSRUI, more than
any other congregation has ever sent. It is a wonderful way for children experience
living Jewishly 24/7. Parents who are interested in learning about camp can come to
meet Jerry Kaye, camp director, at 10:00 at Westlake. He will show the camp video
and will answer any questions you might have. Financial assistance for camp is
available through various funds for people who wish to use them. We provide money
through the Robert Scott Samuels Fund and the Jeremy Bruder Fund. There is
substantial community money available for children attending four or more weeks
through the campership program. All of these options are outlined in the letter that
went home with the camp brochure. If you have further questions, please contact Anne
or one of the rabbis.

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The SEND-A-KID-TO-ISRAEL PARTNERSHIP (SKIP) program is a
special savings plan that helps Chicago-area youngsters visit Israel
as an integral part of their Jewish education.

The first Social Action Scholar-in-Residence program was held the weekend of
October 13th and 14th and was a great success. Our scholar, Rabbi David Saperstein,
who is the director of the Religious Action Center of Reform Judaism (RAC), taught,
challenged, and inspired us.

The topic on Saturday evening, after havdalah, was “Tough Choices & Jewish
Perspectives on America’s Social Justice Challenge.” Rabbi Saperstein spoke about
social action in which his group has been involved. He told how in 1991 the RAC
organized a meeting on global warming with Carl Sagan, Al Gore and Stephen Jay
Gould to encourage religious groups to join with environmental action groups to focus
on this common cause. His reasoning was that there are about 300,000 religious
institutions in the US, more than any other US public institution, meaning that when this
community takes action on an issue it can have a great impact. He updated us on what
is being done to help the millions starving in Darfur. He discussed the dilemma of how
moderate Muslims will be drowned out if we don't have a dialogue with them to help
them shape their society. He was very enthusiastic about building a stronger
congregation with relational meetings called “One-on-One” meetings. He stressed this
as an important part of a faith-based community social action organizing. Our
congregation is a member of such an organization, DuPage United. Members will be
invited to “One-on-One” meetings soon. He concluded with teaching about social
justice from Rabbi Abraham Joshua Heschel, who often retold the story about
Abraham and the angel saving Isaac from being sacrificed. Heschel said, “An angel
can’t come too late but we of flesh and blood can. Good people can act too late!” Rabbi
Saperstein concluded with a challenge to not be too late to be a light to the nations.

In the next bulletin we will report on the second day of the program, which focused on
organizing social justice programs.
