Message From Cosnowsky 
When I was a teenager, there was a wonderful video game, called "Frogger." And the object of 
the game was to safely get your frog home across a screen filled with traffic - avoiding cars while 
crossing a busy road and navigate a through a river full of hazardous logs and alligators. I loved 
to play this game - the thrill of never knowing when a car was going to whiz by and splatter my 
frog kept me on my toes was very exciting.  
 

A few months ago, I decided to buy a bicycle to protest gas prices reaching $4 a gallon. I live a mile away 
from work. Jacob's school is 4 miles away, food shopping is only 3 miles away - it just seemed so wasteful 
to take my car everywhere, when I could just get on the bicycle and go there just as easily without using so 
much gasoline. So far, the experiment has worked. As long as I give myself enough time, I can pretty much 
take my bicycle anywhere I need to - especially around Lombard - where my farthest trip on a daily basis is 
taking Jacob to and from daycare. (I have a child bike trailer.) Some days, biking feels the way it did when I 
played Frogger. However, it is no longer thrilling when I have to maneuver and share the busy streets while 
people on cell phones drive with divided attention. It is not exciting when I have to calculate whether or not 
to step into a crosswalk, walking my bicycle when I have the "walk light' when I see someone wanting to 
make a turn on red and I know they don't see me. It was not fun to have been harassed and almost run off 
the road after I made the hand signal for a right hand turn. (If one is unfamiliar with a biker's right hand 
signal, it could be taken as an obscene gesture.)  
 
 
On the whole however, bicycling has been a wonderful experience. Not only have I gotten to truly 
appreciate the summer weather, I also have gotten to see Lombard in a different light. I know which streets 
have extreme pothole problems, I know which streets need sidewalks (Highland Avenue to Roosevelt 
Road!) and I know which busy intersections to avoid. During these summer days, I have gotten to meet 
other bicyclists who, like me are new to riding who are consciously protesting the high gasoline prices. And 
then of course, I have also met others who have told me that with the economy being the way it is, they 
have no choice but to ride a bicycle, because they have chosen to feed their children rather than drive a 
car. I am amazed and saddened to see how society is divided. I can choose to drive my car on a rainy day 
or if I need to go somewhere far away, like to the North Shore, for instance. But there are many who do not 
have that choice. I'm not sure what I can do about this issue. I don't think $4 a gallon gasoline is going to 
go away anytime soon. But I thought I'd bring it to your attention since I am now more aware of the 
situation.  
 
A few nights ago, Rabbi Jonah Pesner from "Just Congregations" came to give a talk about congregational 
organizing. He asked us to consider some of the things we were passionate about - what is was that kept 
us up at night. The downturn of the economy and the effect that it is having on our society does indeed 
keep me up at night. On a bicycle, without the anonymity of a car, I have no choice but to look and see how 
the high price of gas, our dependence on foreign oil has affected all of us. If only in some small way, if I can 
make people more aware of bicyclists in their midst, then I feel that I have made a small contribution to 
helping keep our roads safer and more "bicycle friendly." Because I think we will only see more bicycles on 
the road and on the sidewalk as things get harder for segments of our population.  
 
So please, be aware of the bicyclists who share the road with you. Understand that although some of us 
are enjoying the connection we have to the environment, others are just trying to make it to work on time. 
Please give us some space on the road until our local governments catch up and create bicycle lanes so 
we can safely share the road with you. And understand that driving a car is a privilege and a luxury that not 
everyone has anymore.  
 
And in this way, we can all strive to live the prophetic message of Micah. Were he a cyclist, he may have 
told us, that what God asks of us is "to do justly, to love mercy, and to bike humbly with your God."

Message From Our Educator 

Earlier this summer I read the quarterly publication “Torah at the Center”, written by the Union of 
Reform Judaism and their department on Lifelong Learning. This issue dealt with the 2007 
Portraits of Learning Study. Our synagogue, as well as hundreds around the country 
participated in this survey. As I read the statistics, I was both saddened and thrilled. The 
statistics did not bode well for Jewish education in general. The statistic that jumped out at me 
was the retention rate of teens in the Reform education system – 47% after bar/bat mitzvah and 

32% after confirmation. It saddened me to think that so many drop out. It thrilled me that we have at least 
95% retention after bar/bat mitzvah and some years 50% that continue on doing something after 
confirmation. It is the expectation of our students and parents that they will continue on after bar/bat 
mitzvah.  
 
I often sit at meetings listening to colleagues talk about how they can get their teens to stay on. They are 
always amazed that our seventh graders don’t quit the day after their bar/bat mitzvah. The Union is making 
it a priority to try and solve this drop out situation. The study goes on to say that we are not adding 
meaningfully to the size and breadth of the Jewish teen community with camps, youth groups and Israel 
experiences. Again, we are the exception. Every summer we send huge numbers of students to OSRUI. 
Last year we had eight campers in Chalutzim, the seven week Hebrew speaking unit. This summer we had 
17 post (or almost post) b’nai mitzvah as campers and seven of our school graduates on staff.  
 
I think we have a quality program for our students but, to me, the most important reason for our success is 
our parents. They are the ones that stand behind our philosophy. They are the ones that tell their children 
that dropping out is not an option. They are the ones that are here to help out every Sunday morning. They 
are the ones that are behind the success of our program. For them I am most thankful. Perhaps they are 
the ones that should help the Union find a solution.
