Message from Rabbi Bob

L For over thirty years | have told stories set in Minsk. | am not sure when | began setting my stories in
Minsk and Pinsk. | am sure | was drawn to these towns by the sound of the names and by that fact
that this is the part of the world from which my grandparents on one side and great-grandparents on
the other side left to come to America. The Minsk of my stories is a small 19th century village,
consisting of small wooden houses.

Last month | visited the real Minsk of today. It is a post-Soviet city of two million people. Each year, the Jewish
United Fund of Chicago sponsors a mission for the Orthodox, Conservative and Reform rabbis to travel
together to Eastern Europe and Israel. We see the good work being done by the Joint Distribution Committee
and the Jewish Agency. We see our JUF dollars at work. We learn about the history of these Jewish
communities. We meet the Jews who live in these communities and staff who work with them. Two years ago
we visited Vilna, last year Hungary, this year Minsk and other communities in Belarus.

| was deeply moved by the people we met in Minsk, Bobruisk and Volozhen. We visited the elderly shut-ins in
their homes. We met with enthusiastic young people learning about Israel as they prepare to make Aliyah. We
spoke with the Israeli and American ambassadors to Belarus over dinner. We saw important sites in East
European Jewish history.

Social Action Spotlights Righteous Gentiles

What do Aristides de Sousa Mendes, Varian Fry, and André and MagdaTrocmé have in common? They are
Righteous Gentiles who saved Jews, in Bordeaux, in Marseilles and in Le Chambon-sur-Lignon in France in
1940. In this and the next few bulletins, you can read stories of self-sacrifice, social responsibility and moral
leadership drawn from those provided at The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous. Photos are from The
Jewish Foundation for the Righteous Photo Archives, unless otherwise credited.

Avristides de Sousa Mendes

Bordeaux, France, May 1940: On May 10th, Germany invaded the Netherlands, Belgium, Luxembourg, and
France. They attacked France through the Ardennes Forest in southeastern Belgium and swiftly advanced
south through the country. Many of the Jews living in France fled south. Most sought to cross Spain, go on to
Portugal, and then escape by ship to Great Britain, the U.S. or South America. In order to cross the French
border into Spain, the refugees needed Portuguese transit visas. But on the day of the invasion, the
Portuguese government headed by dictator Antonio Salazar instructed its consular representatives in France
not to issue transit visas, and thousands of refugees were stranded in Bordeaux, near the Spanish border.

Rabbi Haim Kruger from Belgium, who was trying to escape, approached Aristides de Sousa Mendes, the
Portuguese consul general in Bordeaux, and begged him to issue visas to the 10,000+ Jews in the area.
Aristides agreed to give visas to the rabbi and his family, but said that he could not give out any more without
his government’s approval. Rabbi Kruger refused to accept the offer. After much soul-searching, Aristides
decided that he would issue visas to all who needed them, risking his career and life. He began to issue transit
visas to Jews, defying his government'’s orders.

Aristides issued thousands of visas before the Germans reached Bordeaux. His wife Angelina took care of
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those who were ill, elderly or pregnant, and his two oldest sons assisted him in preparing the visas. When
German planes bombed Bordeaux on the night of June 19, 1940, many of the refugees fled to Bayonne and
Hendaye, French towns closer to the Spanish border. Aristides followed and instructed the Portuguese consul
in Bayonne to issue special visas to the Jews, whose situation grew more perilous as the German assault on
France intensified. When Aristides arrived at Hendaye along with some of the Jews to whom he had issued
visas, the Spanish officials refused to let them cross. They had received orders not to honor any transit visas
he had issued. He then led the refugees to an obscure border crossing with no telephone. The lone guard had
not received the orders; Aristides persuaded him to let everyone through.

Armistice signed- June 22, 1940: After France surrendered, Germany occupied the northern part of France and
a stretch along the western coast, where Bordeaux was located, that extended down to Spain. Even after the
German army entered Bordeaux on June 27th, Aristides continued to issue Portuguese passports to Jews still
stranded there, knowing that such documents might prevent these Jews from being deported to concentration
camps. Again, his disobedience angered the Portuguese government. Aristides left Bordeaux on July 8, 1940
and returned to Portugal. Upon his return to Lisbon, he was dismissed from the diplomatic service and denied
retirement and severance benefits. Aristides de Sousa Mendes died in poverty in 1954, survived by 12
children.

Two of his children were helped by the Jewish welfare organization Hias to relocate to the United States. In
1966, he was posthumously awarded the title of “Righteous Among the Nations,” by Yad Vashem, and a tree
was planted in his name in the Avenue of the Righteous. In 1987, President Mario Soares of Portugal awarded
Mendes the Order of Liberty, and publicly apologized to his family for the injustice against the man perpetrated
by the previous government. Finally, in March 1988, Aristides de Sousa Mendes was officially restored to the
diplomatic corps by unanimous vote in the Portuguese National Assembly. Recently, the Portuguese
government decided to create a memorial and learning center in the name of Mendes, and ordered damages
to be paid to his family. In 1988, Mendes was awarded the Israeli commemorative citizenship, and in 1998, his
name and picture appeared, together with other diplomats recognized by Yad Vashem as Righteous, on a
special stamp issued by the Israel Philatelic service. Copyright ©2004 Yad Vashem The Holocaust Martyrs'
and Heroes' Remembrance Authority.

Social Action Committee Needs Your Ildeas
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Our one-on-one conversations are now happening with many temple members. In December, the lead
organizer of DuPage United, Amy Lawless, trained ten congregants to conduct these half-hour conversations.
For our first group we are talking to new members. Letters went out to over one hundred members who have
joined in the last three years asking them to have a conversation about their concerns and passions. The idea
is only to share interests, not to sign up or be asked to join anything.

As we started, a few of the concerns and passions we have heard about are isolation of people, especially the
elderly, affordable housing, grandchildren, singles meeting each other, and immigrants. As we continue to
learn more from our congregants, we hope to find some interests or concerns which many share to come
together around them.

The Social Action Committee has been working on this for a while. Last October, our Social Action Scholar-in
Residence, Rabbi David Saperstein, director of the Religious Action Center, spoke very positively about
building stronger congregations with relational meetings called “One on One* meetings.

In December, Rabbi Cosnowsky wrote about her conversation with Rabbi Pesner of Just Congregations, a new
Reform Judaism initiative. By using these one-on-one conversations as a transformative social justice model,
he feels congregations can learn what people believe in and can connect members together so that they can
make a difference.

On January 4th, Rabbi Cosnowsky spoke about the Torah portion and how, just like Moses, we can't make
great changes alone. She said, "It takes many coming together to make change happen. By doing these one-
on-one conversations, we hope to learn what are the concerns, interests, and personal experiences that made
each person who they are. We seek to learn each congregant’s values, passions, and even their fears. After
we have these conversations, we will begin to have smaller meetings to share what we had learned.” If you
would also like to participate, please contact Mary Hason.

Past Events and Activities

Martin Luther King Day Program

On Sunday, January 20th, the Social Action Committee sponsored a lecture on immigration and civil rights.
This was a follow-up to Rabbi Bob’s Rosh Hashanah sermon on the subject in which he stressed the need for
us as Jews to identify with today’s immigrants. Because of the teachings of our religious tradition and because
of the treatment of earlier generations of Jews in this country, we need to think about our role in the current
national debate.

In the past, well-established American citizens looked down on Jewish immigrants and discriminated against
them in housing and employment. Discriminatory immigration policies left unchanged during the 1930s and
1940s prevented European Jews from coming here even though they faced annihilation. Now, as Rabbi Bob
pointed out, we are well-established citizens and need to draw on our Jewish values and our experience as a
people when we take part in the current controversy over national immigration policies.

At the MLK Day Program, Lori Challinor, representing the Social Action Committee, expressed similar ideas;
she reminded us of the passage in Leviticus requiring us to treat the stranger in our land fairly because we
were “strangers in the land of Egypt.” She reminded us that Jews coming to the United States “did not always
come with their papers in order.” Once here, they were targets of hatred and exploitation, and in bad economic
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times they were scapegoats. Lori informed us that the Union for Reform Judaism currently has a resolution
regarding “the stranger who resides with you in your land.”

Lori introduced the speaker, Jorge Mujica, one of the main organizers of the March 10, 2007 protest rally in
Chicago that drew 300,000 people. Mr. Mujica is an impassioned and effective advocate for Latino and
Mexican immigrants. He began by linking Martin Luther King to these immigrants. He pointed out that Dr. King,
if he were alive today, would be advocating for this new population that is being treated unfairly. It's a different
population, but the same injustice.

Mr. Mujica said that “citizens are immigrants with seniority.” Many citizens now blame Latinos and Mexicans for
everything. However, immigration itself is not the problem; the QUESTION of immigration is the problem. That
is, the real problem is caused by those “immigrants with seniority” who don’t want the new immigrants here,
dislike them and their Spanish language, and discriminate against them. This time the discrimination is based
on racism, skin color and language.

The speaker talked about the reasons people move, the human needs that lead people to move from one
place to another. The need for jobs, or for jobs with higher salaries, is a common reason. The real problem, he
said, is that we don't allow people to come here legally. There is a long waiting period (fourteen years) for legal
visas.

As for the jobs Americans are losing, Mr. Mujica said that no one is losing jobs because of immigrants. It is the
global economy that is causing jobs to be lost. Jobs are moving elsewhere, but there are many jobs that are
not going anywhere. These are jobs that Americans do not want, jobs that pay a minimum wage (but pay more
than the salaries in Mexico). We need people to do that work, but there are not enough citizens to fill these
jobs.

The big question, Mr. Mujica said, is whether we are going to let people move here legally. One suggestion has
been to give some people a chance to become legal and have some seniority down the line, but the
requirements entail huge fines per family and lengthy time periods: five years to become a permanent legal
resident and five more years to become a citizen.

The problem is a political problem, Mr. Mujica said, and he mentioned in detail several measures that are
coming or may be coming, any of which would have a negative impact on immigrants. In this election year,
immigrants have no power, because they cannot vote. Other than McCain, the presidential candidates,
including the Democrats, are afraid to be seen as too strongly pro-immigrants. As for deportation, suggested
by some of the other Republicans, the deportation of twelve million people is not a solution.

During the question-and-answer period, Mr. Mujica mentioned the huge backlog that exists now even for legal
residents who have applied for citizenship. As a result, they cannot vote in the November election either and
cannot bring their relatives here. The speaker described certain U.S. immigration policies and characterized
them as absurd and complicated.

The lecture and the questions from the congregation (and Mr. Mujica’s answers) raised many good points
about the problem of discrimination against immigrants.

Thanks also
to Ellie, Terry, and all the Brotherhood and Sisterhood members who volunteered their time to lead the
Shabbat Yitro service.
