Message from Rabbi Cosnowsky 
�
How can we access God?  
 
I remember as a child, driving down the street in the back of my parents car, looking up at all of the 
antennae on the apartment buildings. Those antennae were connected to the television sets inside. 
Our family had this large black and white television where, in order to get the lines off the screen or 
get the picture to stop jumping, you had to manipulate the rabbit ears on the top. Sometimes, after 

what felt like hours of trying, the picture would finally stand still. My father would yell at me to hold that pose, 
which was usually some contorted position, which would make me feel more like a Yankee Stadium pretzel 
than a child. But once the picture was clear, my father was able to watch the news or whatever late-night 
movie was on. Once in a while, I’d get lucky and the picture would stay crisp enough so that I would be able to 
walk away quickly and not have to face years of chiropractic bills.  
 
Oh how I miss those halcyon days! I feel our youths are cheated by always having a sharp, picture-perfect HD 
picture every time they turn on the television. They don’t’ have to work as hard and stand at the side of the TV, 
contorted, like we did. But what I miss the most is the metaphor. Today, if we have cable, our picture comes in 
clearly and effortlessly.  
 
I may be getting a little ahead of myself here. I guess I should explain why all of this is coming up. You see, I 
spoke to a dear friend this past week who asked me, “How do you access God?” Since she was over the age 
of 35 and could remember the days of the antenna and the rabbit ears, I invoked my metaphor. (This metaphor 
does not work with my teenagers, by the way!)  
 
I told my friend, “Think of the olden days. Television waves were always broadcasting. Well, that’s how I think 
of God.” God is always broadcasting. We are the ones who must adjust our ‘rabbit ears’ on our receivers in 
order to get the clearest, most well defined picture. Hopefully, this can be done without the contortions, but not 
always. I mean, sometimes we have to contort ourselves in order to access God more clearly. Some people 
feel they access God at services, which means they have to forego other Friday night activities in order to keep 
their commitment to going to services. Others feel that they connect with God by meditating in the morning 
when they first get up, which means they have to forego hitting their snooze button. The good news is that God 
does not make it difficult to have a relationship. Even a small amount of effort to connect with God is better 
than none.  
 
But remember, having a relationship of any kind demands commitment and willingness. The quality of the 
relationship is often defined by how much time and effort we spend in a single day on that particular person.  
 
For instance, what kind of child would you raise if you only mumbled at him for a few seconds when you woke 
up and thought of him for only a few minutes as you went to bed? He wouldn’t be a very well-adjusted child, 
now would he? And yet, so often we hardly give any quality time and attention to our relationship with God and 
then we wonder why we feel so disconnected.  
 
So, I reiterate my metaphor. God is always broadcasting. The signal is always strong and clear. Our job is to 
tune in, take the time to get the sharpest picture from that signal, and strive to stay connected to that signal. It 
takes time, it takes patience and it takes commitment. But like anything that is worthwhile in life, it is well worth 
the effort.

4. How is the ghost used in the story?  
5. Contrast the three men: Francisco, Gabriel and Marius. How do they feel about women? How did each 
expand his woman’s value and self esteem?  
6. What is the significance of Catherine’s ghost visit in the hospital?  
7. What is the difference between Gracia being rescued in the forest and Francesca?  
8. What role does Janice play? Is she just the vessel that gave Catherine her grandchildren or does she play a 
bigger role in the story?  
9. How would you react in this secular world to the threat of death to keep your Jewish identity? (p. 269 and 
284)  
10. The dead are with us always no less than the living (p. 256). Have you felt this too?  
11. Money is a very important theme. (p. 263)  
12. Compare the two widows: Gracia widowed at 26 and Catherine widowed a few years before the story takes 
place.

Social Action Spotlights Righteous Gentiles 

Varian Fry  

Marseilles, France... August 1940 France was divided into a Northern Zone, occupied by 
the Germans, and a Southern Zone based in the town of Vichy, which was controlled by a 
French government, eager to assist the Nazis. Thousands of refugees living in the 
Southern Zone, both Jews and anti-Nazi non-Jews, were in danger of being turned over to 
the Gestapo and sent to Germany. A group of American citizens formed a relief 
organization to help these refugees called the Emergency Rescue Committee (ERC).  
 
Varian Fry, an American journalist, volunteered to travel from New York to Marseilles, as a 
representative of the ERC. Although U.S. policy toward refugees was unaccommodating, 

the government agreed to provide entry visas to two hundred refugees in France- prominent political leaders, 
scientists, artists, and writers. Varian’s task was to help them get out. He arrived in Marseilles in August 1940 
with a list of names and $3,000.  
 
Refugees from all walks of life heard about his mission and approached him for help. He was shocked to learn 
that thousands were unable to leave due to bureaucratic hurdles, and he felt a responsibility to help as many 
as possible. He rented an office and assembled a staff of American expatriates, French relief workers, and 
refugees. In opposition to the Vichy regime and American consulate, he and his staff used black-market funds 
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to forge passports and to smuggle refugees out of France, by sea and by land, into Spain. He established the 
legal American Relief Center to serve as a cover for his illegal rescue work.  
 
Varian turned his 3-week mission into a 13-month stay. As the rescue work expanded, it became harder to 
keep it secret. Both the French authorities and the American consulate in Vichy condemned his efforts. He was 
detained and questioned more than once. The American consulate refused to renew his passport, but he 
stayed in France and continued his rescue work. In June 1941, both the American consulate and the Vichy 
regime ordered him to return to the U.S. On September 6, 1941 he was deported by French authorities.  
 
In the U.S., Varian continued to speak out about the plight of the refugees. The ERC did not permit him to 
represent or to speak on its behalf. He left them and began writing for The New Republic, about the United 
States’ restrictive immigration policies. After he gathered information about the Nazis’ efforts to wipe out the 
Jews of Europe, he wrote an article called “The Massacre of the Jews: The Story of the Most Appalling Mass 
Murder in Human History.” In the piece, which appeared in The New Republic in December 1942, Varian called 
on the U.S. to allow the unrestricted entry of all who suffered at the hands of the Germans. His article went 
largely unnoticed.  
 
Through his actions, Varian helped more than 1,000 refugees escape to safety, including some of Europe’s 
leading cultural, intellectual, and political figures. Varian Fry is one of only 3 Americans recognized by Yad 
Vashem as a Righteous Among the Nations.

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More News From Gershom & Bobbie Lichtenberg  

As you see, we took a break from updating in this forum for a while although we were certainly not out of touch 
(Simchat Torah update, Brotherhood/Sisterhood meeting in December, etc.). Life has continued to 
metamorphose for us in both the ways we expected and in emotional attachments that were unpredictable.  
 
So what happened since the update I wrote in September? Firstly, we visited Bobbie’s cousin whom she had 
last met as an 11 year-old in France. That was a couple of years ago. Cousin Gili (female) lives in Tel-Aviv with 
her 16 year-old son. We spent a very nice day visiting and traveling around in Tel-Aviv. Part way through the 
day, we recognized that since Gili did not actually remember that meeting 4 decades ago, she wasn’t quite 
sure that we were really related! Apparently, it is not that unusual here for relatives to crawl out of the 
woodwork looking for some sort of connection or favor. It was only when I mentioned Bobbie’s mother, Renee, 
that everything clicked. Renee was introduced to Gili by another relative back in 1981. And that’s how 
connections work around here.  
 
We also had a nice visit with Ilene and Philip Wexler in Jerusalem. I worked in the same Echocardiography lab 
with Ilene in Rochester, New York back in the late ‘80’s and haven’t seen her since 1990. They moved here 
with their two daughters (now teen-age) about 6-7 years ago and Philip is on the faculty at the Hebrew 
University. Finding people you know or would like to know is not that difficult here in Israel. Remember, our 
country has the same population as Chicagoland!!  
 
Proceeding through our Hebrew lessons in Ulpan (Kita Aleph—1st grade) was quite a process! Our two 
teachers, Nava and Ilana, were fantastic. These women both have graduate degrees and speak English pretty 
well, as well as having a basic vocabulary in Russian (and who knows what else!). They understand the 
difficulties that we encounter, both in language and in Klitah (absorption into Israeli society). We completed the 
basic program with the last part of our final exam on December 27th. Taking both an oral and a written exam 
was quite a challenge, but we both were happy with our results as we scored above the basic levels. People 
who speak with us in Hebrew clearly know that we are not native Hebrew speakers, but they are surprised 
when they hear that we have only been here seven and a half months and did not speak Hebrew before we 
came! We accept credit for the compliments, but also credit the dedication and skill of our teachers.  
 
There has been a bit of an uproar in the immigrant and Ulpan community as the Ministry of Education 
announced in December that it planned to privatize the system beyond the basic course and discontinue 
classes above the basic one that we completed. With the joys of e-mail, I wrote complaint letters to everyone I 
could think of in the education and the immigration service areas. This resulted in being quoted in an article in 
the English edition of the Haaretz daily newspaper. And who is surprised that I have a big mouth here as well? 
As is often the case, things do not go quite as stated so Bobbie is beginning the seventh week of her 5 
morning a week Aleph Plus class. I could not join her in this class as I am beginning my fifth week of work. The 
only thing I could find was a one night a week Aleph Plus class. It is better than nothing. Now we are told that 
there is likely to be an Ulpan Bet class 2 evenings a week, which we both hope to go into. I hope that it is not 
too advanced for us, but it is worth a try.  
 
I work four days per week as an echocardiographer (same thing as I was doing back at Mt. Sinai Hospital in 
Chicago) at Rambam Medical Center. It is quite a challenge to work mostly in Hebrew. Yes, many staff 
members do speak English and some patients do as well, but I am doing my best to continue to move ahead in 
my use of Hebrew in all aspects of my daily life. The biggest difficulty for me is understanding the written 
orders for the exams that I do. The combination of doctors’ handwriting (yes, it is bad in Hebrew, too!) and 
medical terminology in Hebrew is quite a challenge. I try to understand as much as I can and then I take each 
order to someone to tell me if there is more there that I am missing. It slows me down, but is of course critical 
to be complete in my work. There is actually an Ulpan course in medical terminology for doctors and nurses. I 
decided not to delay work another two months to take that class, as most of it would probably not be relevant 
to my work in cardiology. But everyone is wonderfully helpful to me and seems to appreciate my effort as well.  
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Rambam Medical Center is one of Israel’s premier medical facilities and schools. Although we had visited it 
during our pilot trip in 2006 and I’ve heard about it for 20 years from a dear friend who works there, I did not 
realize just how large it is. It has about 1000 patient beds and I have not yet figured out how many buildings. It 
is located at the waterfront in Bat Galim, the part of Haifa which is right at the intersection of the Mediterranean 
and Haifa Bay. While salaries are much lower here, there are additional benefits. They pay for the bus-fare and 
the cafeteria lunch is 2 shekels and 40 agorot, the equivalent of about 65 cents at today’s horrible exchange 
rate. The meal is one serving of meat or fish and as much vegetable, rice, potato, soup and appetizers as you 
want. Bobbie doesn’t allow me to take lunch to work as I can’t make it for as little as that!  
 
As you may have read there, the high school teachers were on strike for about 3 months! That was really awful 
for the families here and will throw things out of wack as the students will go through the year without vacations 
and probably no summer vacation as well. The teachers seem to be underpaid and underappreciated, much as 
they were in the U.S. a couple of decades back. Hopefully, our teachers will catch up with their U.S. 
counterparts.  
 
We had a wonderful time a couple of weeks ago when we got a visit from Marcy Kaplan (of Etz Chaim). We 
loved the beginning of what we hope will be a stream of visitors from Etz Chaim. And this one was particularly 
appropriate. I became friends with Marcy when we were part of the group of 16 that went with Rabbi Bob on 
the 2003 Israel trip. While I think that all the groups develop new friendships, I felt very close with that entire 
group because we were the renewal trip, the group that first responded to Rabbi Bob’s High Holy Day sermon 
saying that Israel was suffering from the lack of tourism because of the Intifadah. He told us that the best way 
to tell Israelis that we support them would be to tell them face-to-face. He asked, “Who will come with me?” 
and we were the first responders. I treasure those friendships and look forward to seeing you all here again, as 
well as all of the other members who get to come.  
 
It is time to comment on some of the political happenings here. First of all, Gaza. Picture a group of violent 
Packers fans sneaking up to the border near Kenosha and firing rockets at you. You would certainly not be 
excited about living in Zion, IL, and Waukegan would be pushing it. And now somebody opens up the 
Milwaukee airport with free access to funding and weapons.  
 
Now, take the humorous tone out of that story and accept the fact that they are really trying to kill you and your 
family. This is a very grave threat that we take very seriously. Do we think about it all the time? Not at all. We 
are aware that the enemies of Israel are close but that if we don’t go on with the work of daily survival they win.  
 
Next, the Winograd report. For those who haven’t kept up, this is the governmental investigation of the 2006 
Lebanon war. It was finally released, with much debate on whether Ehud Olmert would survive as Prime 
Minister. I did not read the report itself, but according to the Jerusalem Post rendition the committee 
investigated the actions of every day of the war and analyzed them. From this analysis, they made 
recommendations for each part of the government and defense system on what they need to improve. And 
these recommendations are being acted upon to improve our ability to defend ourselves. Ehud Barak had said 
that he would withdraw the Labor Party from the coalition that has Olmert as the leader of the country, but 
decided that it was not a good time to force new elections. It is an incredible system that works with constant 
conflict but also tremendous unity in purpose………… survival.  
 
And a couple of days ago we read of the execution of Mughniyeh, a top Hizbullah leader in Syria. Did the 
Israeli government do this? I have no idea. The U.S. government had just as much interest in accomplishing 
this, and other Arab groups may have also wanted it. But we, the Israeli people and the Jewish people are 
likely to receive the retribution for it. Do I see any impact on our daily life? They changed the entranceway at 
the Jewish Agency building where Bobbie goes for Ulpan, but this was done before Mughniyeh died. I didn’t 
see any obvious change in security at the medical center where I work. The security there always involves full 
checks for all visitors at the main gate. Do I think that Hizbullah will again try to fire rockets towards Haifa? It 
wouldn’t be my first guess, but who knows. No sign of security alerts so far.  
 
As far as life goes here, we see such a sense of community in the happenings of daily life. One rainy day we 
were riding on a bus. A young Orthodox woman with a stroller did not want to try to work her way on the front 
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of the bus, so she got on through the back door. She took out her money to pay but realized that she didn’t 
want to leave the stroller on the moving bus. Before I could go to offer to hold onto the stroller, she gave her 
money to a man sitting on the bus, he went up to the front and came back to her with her receipt. It was just a 
scenario that I could not imagine in places I have lived in the U.S. At the end of this is a story I copied from a 
Nefesh b’Nefesh newsletter with a similar story. The tendency of people to do for each other, in spite of other 
times that they seem abrupt to us, is heart-warming.  
 
We are very pleased with the network of friends we are making from a variety of sources. One of course, is the 
congregation, Or Chadash. Not only do we participate in services, after-service dinners to welcome visiting 
groups from the U.S., Hebrew classes and an occasional trip, but we meet a wide variety of people, both 
immigrants and long-time Israelis. And we get to practice our Hebrew both with congregants and with trying to 
understand more of the service that we have prayed for so many years. We also have friends from our Ulpan 
classes whom we see occasionally outside of class. The Association of Americans and Canadians in Israel has 
some get-togethers and we have a couple who were offered to us as ‘buddies’ by the Jewish Agency. So the 
social calendar is as full as we can handle!  
 
This doesn’t prevent us from missing our friends and family back in the U.S. Luckily, with this wonderful 
communication tool, the computer, we are able to keep in touch both by writing and by voice on Skype.com. I 
hope that more of you will let us know what your Skype availability is and get a chance to chat with us. If you 
don’t know how it works, write and I’ll explain how we can talk for free.  
 
That’s all for now! Wishing all of you the best! Please feel free to contact the office for our e-mail addresses 
and keep in touch individually.

A Falafel Story  
 
When trying to explain to people the uniqueness of Israel and Israelis, I find that a story speaks volumes. This 
story, however, speaks a whole bookstore.  
 
One evening, on our way back from a trip, we stopped at an unfamiliar falafel store in Jerusalem. We were 
hungry and tired, and looking forward to some quick food, and then our return home. We glanced around the 
place, determined that only falafel was sold there, all the while the proprietor watched us expectantly. As I 
moved toward the counter he asked, "Do you want falafel?"  
 
Seeing as there was nothing else on the menu, I said, "Yes, just deciding how many."  
He replied that unfortunately there was no pita left, but would I like him to run to the store and buy some? Not 
seeing any other way to hold the falafel balls and salad together, I replied that yes, I would very much like for 
him to get some pita for our falafels. It was then that I realized that his hesitation was due to the fact that he 
was the only one manning the store. I therefore graciously offered to watch the store while he was gone. He 
accepted and dashed off.  
 
While waiting, I marched self-importantly around the store, vaguely wondering why the owner would trust a 
total stranger, and what I would do if someone actually came in and wanted falafel. Then I realized I would tell 
them we were waiting for the pita. This was true of course. Suddenly a customer who had already eaten got up 
to pay. This, I wasn't ready for. He seemed to have lots of change, so I offered to take his money for him. After 
all, that was my job at the moment, wasn't it?  
The customer briefly sized me up, perhaps a bit suspicious, then finally explained that he only had 11 shekels, 
while the falafel he ordered was priced at 14. He wondered if he could come back the next day to pay the 
difference.  
 
I was momentarily stumped (though not any more than I'd have been if he'd asked me for change!) I asked the 
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man if the proprietor knew him, but he said that he didn't. But he suggested I describe him as "the religious 
man who sat at the corner table." I thought, hmm, kind of describes 90% of the customers, but what the heck.  
 
Moments later the owner returned and I gave him his money along with the explanation. He was positively 
delighted – I had done exactly what he would have. I was even more delighted. Realize that in Israel, a perfect 
stranger may tell you to lose weight; but that same stranger will also trust you with the shirt on his back. In five 
years I may have learned how to navigate the Israeli system; but in those 15 minutes, I was the Israeli system. 
And it felt really good.
