Message From Bob 

I am writing to you from Olin Sang Ruby Union Institute. The Etz Chaim OSRUI contingent this 
summer included seventy campers, nine staff and two rabbis. Each summer I work with 
Chalutzim, the Hebrew immersion program for High School students.  
 
A few days ago at camp we shared a unique experience. We participated in a video conference 
with an American Olympian. The American Olympic team includes a former OSRUI camper, 
Garret Weber-Gale. Garret, a star of the American swimming team, will represent our country in 

the 50 and 100 meter freestyle events.  
 
The campers and staff of OSRUI sat in Port Hall and watched a large screen while Garret answered our 
questions from California hours before he boarded his flight across the Pacific. One of the campers asked 
Garret who at OSRUI had the biggest impact on him. Garret said it was a counselor he had in Tzofim, Dan 
Levi, nephew of Etz Chaim's Peter Berman. In response to another question Garret explained that there 
were other Jews on the American swim team, including, Jason Lezak, Ben Wildman-Tobriner and Dara 
Torres. Garret told the campers that he will return to OSRUI next summer to dedicate the camp's new pool 
complex currently under construction.

Rabbi Jonah Pesner to Speak at Etz Chaim 

At 7:30 PM, August 11th, we will have the opportunity to hear from and talk with Rabbi Jonah Pesner, the 
founding Director of Just Congregations. He is an engaging and inspirational speaker, and this evening 
with him is another step on our road to building a Just Congregation.

Rabbi Pesner works with synagogues pursuing social justice across the country and 
teaches on all three campuses of the Hebrew Union College – Jewish Institute of 
Religion. As a congregational rabbi at Temple Israel in Boston, he developed the “Ohel 
Tzedek / Tent of Justice” social action initiative, winning the Fain Award. Engaging 
hundreds of members, Temple Israel joined other congregations and organizations in 
successful campaigns for health care access, affordable housing, public education, gay 
and lesbian rights, nursing care workers rights, and living wage. Most recently, as a  

leader of the Greater Boston Interfaith Organization, Rabbi Pesner was the chair of the  
GBIO effort in the Massachusetts “Affordable Care Today!” coalition that successfully secured health care 
for more than half a million uninsured residents of the Commonwealth. Rabbi Pesner serves on the boards 
of the Jewish Memorial Hospital in Roxbury and the Jewish Organizing Initiative. He has served on the 
board of the Central Conference of American Rabbis and the Task Force on Congregation-Based 
Community Organizing of the Jewish Funds for Justice. He has written several journal articles, and a 
chapter entitled “Redemption for Radicals” in the newly published anthology, “Righteous Indignation.” He 
was the Meyer W. Nathans Scholar at Hebrew Union College-Jewish Institute of Religion where he was 
ordained in 1997. A graduate of Wesleyan University, Rabbi Pesner is married to Boston attorney, Dana S. 
Gershon, and they have four daughters.  
 
Reform Congregations throughout the country are making efforts to build stronger congregational 
communities, through a transformative social justice model, Just Congregations, which are based on the  
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principles of community organizing. At Etz Chaim members of the one-to-one team, under the direction of 
Etz Chaim's Social Action Committee, are reaching out to our congregants to hear about their concerns 
and passions. Our goal is to find common ground to work together to add to the value of our congregation 
and our community.

Edward Feinstein is a book geared to teens and young adults but all adults can learn from it. He addresses 
the big topics – God, Torah, Israel, life cycle, as well as many other topics. It is a true guide to building a 
Jewish life.  
 
“Twenty Things for Grandparents of Interfaith Grandchildren to Do” by Rabbi Kerry Olitzky and Paul Golin 
seemed like a good book to read knowing that we have so many congregants with interfaith grandchildren. 
The big message of this book was to create memories for our grandchildren, something I have been saying 
for years. One of my reasons for doing so many of the programs that we do is to help create memories for 
our students.  
 
Jewish Choices for Struggling with the Ultimate” edited by Josh Barkin deals with some of the same 
issues covered in “Tough Questions”. The book gets perspective on a variety of topics from many teachers 
at Hebrew Union College. This book, too, is geared towards teens but something that adults can enjoy 
reading and learning.  
 
I also spent time surfing the net. I bookmarked several articles that sounded interesting but did not have 
time to read. One video happened to have been Randy Pausch’s “Last Lecture”. Randy just died this past 
week-end but he certainly left a legacy. I had seen short clips but two weeks ago I watched the entire 
lecture. His message is to enjoy life and be fulfilled. His words make sense. If you have not seen any of the 
clips, Google his name and you can find several versions of his speech.  
 
It was a wonderful week. A few things that I read are not in such great shape anymore since an occasional 
splash got water on the pages but, by the end of the week, I felt refreshed, literally and mentally.
