Message from Rabbi Bob

“IMost of the second half of Sefer Sh'mot, The Book of Exodus, is devoted to construction of the
Mishkan, the sanctuary, in the wilderness. The Torah portion for this Shabbat, Pekudai, the final
portion in Exodus, describes the completion of that process. The Mishkan was the place to which the
Israelites brought their sacrifices in order to draw closer to God.

The new prayer book of the Reform Movement is called Mishkan Tefilah, sanctuary of prayer. The
introduction to this new prayer book explains the choice of title: “The title Miskhan T'filah is drawn from Exodus
25:8 where God commands us to build a portable sanctuary that can accompany us on our wanderings. ‘And
let them build Me a sanctuary that | may dwell among them.’ Mishkan T'filah is a dwelling place for prayer, one
that moves with us wherever we might be physically or spiritually. It offers the opportunity for God, the
individual and community to meet.”

The desert mishkan was a portable sanctuary. Its care was guarded by the Levites and the priests, yet it
invited all to bring their offerings. Today, we are all caretakers of Mishkan T'filah; may our offerings be
acceptable before God.

The Ritual and Religious Committee of our congregation spent many months studying Mishkan Tefilah in great
detail. At the recent February meeting of the Board of our congregation, the R & R Committee recommended
adopting Mishkan Tefilah as the new prayer book for Congregation Etz Chaim. The Board unanimously
accepted this proposal.

The Central Conference of American Rabbis, which publishes Mishkan Tefilah is about to begin a second
printing. We should receive our books in few months. We plan to begin using the Mishkan Tefilah on Friday
September 5th.

The R & R Committee continues to work on programs to introduce Mishkan Tefilah to the congregation. We
imagine a series of classes and programs at various times and settings. The R & R Committee is also working
on how adopting Mishkan Tefilah will change our worship services.

If you would like to get a head start on the learning process | would suggest you turn to the Union for Reform
Judaism website, which contains a series of interesting articles concerning Mishkan Tefilah. You can access

The Torah tells us that when Moses completed the work of building the Mishkan in the wilderness, “Kevod
Adonia Malei Et HaMishkan, the glory of God filled the sanctuary”. And the people knew that God dwelled in
their midst. May the completion of this new Mishkan bring us a greater sense that God dwells in our midst. And
may we feel glory of God fill the holy places in our own lives.

On Sunday morning at 10:00 AM, join us for the conclusion of this wonderful weekend. Converting
Mordechai: Rabbinic Interpretations of the Book of Esther

In this session, Dr. Stern will introduce us to the wildly creative interpretations of the Book of Esther that are
found in the Talmud. We will explore how the rabbis introduced idolatry, mathematical calculation and even a
little bigamy in order to articulate a version of Esther that reflected their own worldview, values and politics.
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Dr. Stern is currently the Assistant Director for Public Programs at the University of Pennsylvania Center for
Advanced Judaic Studies. She received her Bachelor of Arts from Yale University and a Master of Arts and
Doctorate from The University of Chicago. Dr. Stern is the author of From Rebuke to Consolation: Exegesis
and Theology in the Liturgical Anthology of the Ninth of Av Season. She is also a contributor to the Jewish
Study Bible and Women’s Torah Commentary. Dr. Stern has taught in both formal and informal educational
settings in the U.S. and abroad. She is currently working on a book on the uses of the Book of Esther in its
biblical and Jewish contexts.

The Book Thief

Caution! It is likely that the following reading gu ide will reveal, or at least allude to, key plot de tails.
Therefore, if you haven't yet read this book, buta  re planning on doing so, you may wish to proceed
with caution to avoid spoiling your later enjoyment

About this Book

Liesel Meminger is only nine years old when she is taken to live with the Hubermanns, a foster family, on
Himmel Street in Molching, Germany, in the late 1930s. She arrives with few possessions, but among them is
The Grave Digger's Handbook, a book that she stole from her brother's burial place. During the years that
Liesel lives with the Hubermanns, Hitler becomes more powerful, life on Himmel Street becomes more fearful,
and Liesel becomes a full-fledged book thief. She rescues books from Nazi book-burnings and steals from the
library of the mayor. Liesel is illiterate when she steals her first book, but Hans Hubermann uses her prized
books to teach her to read. This is a story of courage, friendship, love, survival, death, and grief. This is
Liesel's life on Himmel Street, told from Death's point of view.

Discussion Questions

* Discuss the symbolism of Death as the omniscient narrator of the novel. What are Death's feelings for each
victim? Describe Death's attempt to resist Liesel. Death states, "I'm always finding humans at their best and
worst. | see their ugly and their beauty, and | wonder how the same thing can be both." (p. 491) What is ugly
and beautiful about Liesel, Rosa and Hans Hubermann, Max Vandenburg, Rudy Steiner, and Mrs. Hermann?
Why is Death haunted by humans?

» What is ironic about Liesel's obsession with stealing books? Discuss other uses of irony in the novel.

» The Grave Digger's Handbook is the first book Liesel steals. Why did she take the book? What is significant
about the titles of the books she steals? Discuss why she hides The Grave Digger's Handbook under her
mattress. Describe Hans Hubermann's reaction when he discovers the book. What does the act of book
thievery teach Liesel about life and death? Explain Rudy's reaction when he discovers that Liesel is a book
thief. How does stealing books from the mayor's house lead to a friendship with the mayor's wife? Explain how
Liesel's own attempt to write a book saves her life.

* Liesel believes that Hans Hubermann's eyes show kindness, and from the beginning she feels closer to him
than to Rosa Hubermann. How does Hans gain Liesel's love and trust? Debate whether Liesel is a substitute
for Hans's children, who have strayed from the family. Why is it so difficult for Rosa to demonstrate the same
warmth toward Liesel? Discuss how Liesel's relationship with Rosa changes by the end of the novel.

* Abandonment is a central theme in the novel. The reader knows that Liesel feels abandoned by her mother
and by the death of her brother. How does she equate love with abandonment? At what point does she
understand why she was abandoned by her mother? Who else abandons Liesel in the novel? Debate whether
she was abandoned by circumstance or by the heart.

* Guilt is another recurring theme in the novel. Hans Hubermann's life was spared in France during World War
I, and Erik Vandenburg's life was taken. Explain why Hans feels guilty about Erik's death. Guilt is a powerful
emotion that may cause a person to become unhappy and despondent. Discuss how Hans channels his guilt
into helping others. Explain Max Vandenburg's thought, "Living was living. The price was guilt and shame." (p.
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208) Why does he feel guilt and shame?

» Compare and contrast the lives of Liesel and Max Vandenburg. How does Max's life give Liesel purpose? At
what point do Liesel and Max become friends? Max gives Liesel a story called "The Standover Man" for her
birthday. What is the significance of this story?

» Death says that Liesel was a girl "with a mountain to climb." (p. 86) What is her mountain? Who are her
climbing partners? What is her greatest obstacle? At what point does she reach the summit of her mountain?
Describe her descent. What does she discover at the foot of her mountain?

» Hans Junior, a Nazi soldier, calls his dad a coward because he doesn't belong to the Nazi Party. He feels that
you are either for Hitler or against him. How does it take courage to oppose Hitler? There isn't one coward in
the Hubermann household. Discuss how they demonstrate courage throughout the novel.

» Describe Liesel's friendship with Rudy. How does their friendship change and grow throughout the novel?
Death says that Rudy doesn't offer his friendship "for free." (p. 51) What does Rudy want from Liesel? Discuss
Death's statement, "The only thing worse than a boy who hates you [is] a boy who loves you." (p. 52) Why is it
difficult for Liesel to love Rudy? Discuss why Liesel tells Mr. Steiner that she kissed Rudy's dead body.

» How does Zusak use the literary device of foreshadowing to pull the reader into the story?

* Liesel Meminger lived to be an old woman. Death says that he would like to tell the book thief about beauty
and brutality, but those are things that she had lived. How does her life represent beauty in the wake of
brutality? Discuss how Zusak’s poetic writing style enhances the beauty of Liesel's story.

Rabbi Weinberg to Speak on April 5, 2008

On Saturday, April 5th at 7:30 PM Rabbi Michael Weinberg will speak at Etz Chaim on “Our Religious
Connections to the Land of Israel.” Very often we think about Israel in political terms in the light of current
events. This Adult Education program will provide us with the opportunity to explore the religious meaning of
the land of Israel in light of our Jewish Tradition. Rabbi Weinberg is the rabbi of Temple Beth Israel in Skokie.
Many of our young people have met Rabbi Weinberg on our retreats, Israel trips or at camp. Now the adults of
the congregation have the chance to study with Rabbi Weinberg.

Rabbi Weinberg is the President of the Chicago Association of Reform Rabbis. He served for four years as
National Chair of The Coalition for the Advancement of Jewish Education (CAJE) and has long been active on
the faculty of the Olin-Sang-Ruby Union Institute Camp. He is Vice-Chair of the Reform Movement's national
Commission on Lifelong Jewish Learning and serves on various other national and local committees. Rabbi
Weinberg has been a member of the Tuesday Morning Study Group for 27 years.



Social Action Spotlights Righteous Gentiles

Jerzy Radwanek

Oswiecim, Poland... 1940—- Shortly after World War Il began in September 1939, Jerzy
Radwanek, a pilot in the Polish air force, was assigned to a secret intelligence mission. The
Gestapo (German secret state police) learned of the operation before it was launched and
arrested Jerzy. In the fall of 1940, he was deported to Auschwitz.

Auschwitz began as a prison for Poles who opposed the German occupation. Construction on the first part of
the camp began in May 1940, when the Germans converted Polish army barracks near the town of Oswiecim,
37 miles west of Krakow, into a concentration camp which became known as Auschwitz I. SS Captain Rudolf
Hoss, in charge of the project, was told to build a camp for 10,000 prisoners. It was to be a transit camp from
which inmates could be sent to camps in the west for slave labor. But because the surrounding region was rich
in natural resources, the Nazis decided to keep a permanent population of slave laborers at Auschwitz I.

In October 1941, construction began on Auschwitz Il, (Auschwitz-Birkenau). It became the primary site of the
genocide of Europe’s Jews. Birkenau was originally conceived as a POW camp that would hold 100,000
inmates, but it evolved into a site of mass murder once the Final Solution- the Nazis’ policy to annihilate all the
Jews of Europe- took shape.

In November 1942, the Buna camp at Monowitz, also known as Auschwitz Ill, was established as the first of
several satellite camps located on industrial sites around Oswiecim.

After Jerzy Radwanek arrived at Auschwitz, he worked with other Polish inmates to establish a secret military
organization inside the camp. They planned escape routes and documented atrocities committed by the
Germans. Jerzy was given the job of a camp electrician and was able to move about the grounds more freely
than most. On several occasions, he went to the Jewish barracks to repair wiring and install lights. Deeply
disturbed by the plight of the Jewish inmates, he decided to help them. Despite the dire circumstances he
himself faced, Jerzy felt a responsibility to try to ease the suffering of the Jews imprisoned with him.

Often, Jerzy would purposely cause a short circuit in a Jewish compound which he would be called in to fix. He
then smuggled food and medicine stolen from the Germans in his toolbox. When the guards’ attention
wandered, Jerzy distributed the items to the Jewish women and young people. He was caught more than once
and severely beaten for offering this aid. Jerzy befriended several of the women and promised to tell the world
of the brutality and suffering he witnessed if he survived. The Jews who came to know Jerzy called him the
“Jewish Uncle” of Auschwitz. Jerzy Radwanek was a prisoner in Auschwitz from May 1940 until the camp was
liberated in January 1945.

Message From Our Educator

Wednesday assemblies for the Hebrew school are always entertaining and there is always a lesson

to be learned. But for one special child (and that person changes each week), it is a really special

afternoon. On the Wednesday following a child’s bar/bat mitzvah, the student is called to the bima

to receive his or her Torah license! This license looks just like an lllinois driver’s license, but this

particular license is only given to students who have become a bar or bat mitzvah. The rabbis make

a big deal out of it and the children all applaud when it is presented. As the rabbis say to the child,
“You are now licensed to read Torah anywhere in the world.” One student came to me earlier this year asking if
he could get a replacement because his went through the washing machine and was ruined! | am happy that
some of the students really like getting their Torah license. If you have a child in 7th through 9th grade who has
already become a bar/bat mitzvah and you have never seen his/her license, ask to see it. If you have younger
children, you will need to watch for the Torah license when it comes to your home.
