Message from Rabbi Cosnowsky 
 
Purim is here and we just had the wonderful opportunity to enjoy the fabulous Sophie and Jack 
Edwards Scholar in Residence weekend with our scholar, Dr. Elsie Stern. What a weekend indeed! 
Like Rabbi said, we only thought we knew the Purim story, but boy did she open our eyes to a whole 
new way of looking at the story.  
 

We learned a lot about our Purim heroine Esther. But what I want to reiterate today is the mystery of her name. 
Who was our heroine Esther? Esther was her Persian name, the name she would have been known by in her 
Persian province of Shushan. But the text tells us her other name – her Jewish name, which was Hadassah, 
meaning myrtle –because righteous people are compared to myrtles as referenced by Isaiah 55:13, "Instead of 
the nettle shall come up the myrtle-tree: and it shall be to the Lord for a name, for an everlasting sign that shall 
not be cut off." So, we learn from this that Esther/Hadassah was a righteous woman. We also know that the 
myrtle was considered by rabbinic sages to be an average plant. There is nothing extraordinary about the 
myrtle. Remember the myrtle from Sukkot? It is said to not have taste but rather a fragrant odor. The myrtle is 
likened to those who do not know Torah but do good deeds. Like Esther – she may not have been savvy about 
the Torah, or even have been a very devout Jew, but she sure did some incredible things, like saving the Jews 
from slaughter.  
 
Then of course, there's my favorite play on Esther's name? The root SaTaR – which means 'hidden' or 
'concealment.' Esther had to hide her true identity in order to 'pass' as a non-Jew to a Persian kingdom and 
eventually save the Jews from Haman's evil plan. But we can also look at parallels to her name. For instance, 
did you know that "Ester" was a popular pagan goddess of fertility in the ancient world of Persia, Babylonia, 
Mesopotamia and the Land of Israel? This pagan goddess was also known as Astarte in Phoenicia and also 
known as Ishtar – the goddess of fertility and sexuality. By the way, legend has it that Ishtar was not married to 
just one man. Hmmm…Maybe a connection can be made from Ester/Astarte/Ishtar and Esther/Hadassah. One 
is a pagan goddess of fertility and another is a righteous Jewish heroine. Both prototype women have many 
legends surrounding them as sexual beings. And as we learned at the scholar in residence last weekend, 
Esther could have been married to both Mordechai and King Ahasueres. Thus, this parallel to the goddess of 
sexuality and beauty could have influenced the creation of the Esther character. We’ll never know, of course 
but the debate continues.  
 
Who was Esther? Was she a goddess who was recast as a righteous Jewish heroine? Was she one who hid 
her true identity to infiltrate the palace of the king and eventually save her people? The jury is still out. But 
whatever name you choose to call her - just remember – there's a reason why thousands of years later, we are 
still telling this story. If for nothing else, it is a great reminder that an 'average' person can still do extraordinary 
things.

Abraham's Children: Race, Identity, and the DNA of the Chosen People  

ABRAHAM’S CHILDREN NOTES & QUESTIONS  

Book Notes That may be helpful in the discussion:   
 
Genetic drift -a chance spread of a single person’s genes in a small population.  
Founder population : survivors of population shrinking events.  
Protein changes over time can be used as clock of genetic change. The changes occur as result of mutations.  
Eve & Adam : DNA in mitochondria provide a means to trace females from generation to generation. The first woman 
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whose genes are found in every living female today lived about 145,000 years ago. The first man whose genes are found 
in every living male today lived 60-80,000 years ago. Both were from Africa, and their descendents spread across the 
world.  
Mitochondria  shows female ancestral lineage.  
Y chromosomes shows  male genetic lineages. Y chromosome of father are handed intact to son. Y markers are used to 
track population movements. Genghis Khan genes found in 8% of 2000 men tested across Asia. Other super-dads found 
in northern China and Ireland.  
The limits of tracing our ancestry: Almost all of the people living today are distant cousins to a common ancestor who lived 
thousands of years ago. Along with the historical or genealogical records, there may be a haplotype trail to trace back 
from, such as with the Cohanim: the trail of shared genes of the Cohanim starts with Aaron and the exodus, and is 
reinvigorated after the Babylonian exile and rebuilding of the temple. Of 200 men tested, 1/3 Cohanim; 98.5% had a 
haplotype in common, predating the split of Jews into Ashkenazi and Sephardic. The findings while intriguing, do not 
prove that the “priests” descended from Aaron but show common ancestry, and often a shared oral tradition.

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Social Action Spotlights Righteous Gentiles�

Sister Alfonsja 
 
Przemysl, Poland... Summer, 1941- On the eve of the war, Przemysl, in southeastern Poland, had a 
Jewish population of about 24,000. The Germans reached the town on September 14, 1939. Germany 
had agreed to divide conquered Polish territories with the Soviet Union, whose armies had advanced 
from the east. Przemysl straddled the dividing line, and came under full Soviet control on September 28, 
1939, only to be reoccupied by the Germans on June 28, 1941. Under both Soviet and German rule, 
Jewish life in Przemysl deteriorated drastically. It was the Germans, however, who enacted anti-Jewish 
laws and who concentrated the Jews in a sealed ghetto, a section of the city where they were forced to 
live, isolating them from the non-Jewish population. Eventually, the Germans deported thousands of 
Jews from the ghetto to killing centers in Poland.  

 
In 1938 Sister Alfonsja became the director of an orphanage in Przemysl, Poland at the age of nineteen. Born Eugenia 
Wasowska, she became a nun as a result of a vow her father had made when she was 13. Seriously injured by a horse 
and buggy, her father promised God that if his daughter lived, she would enter a convent. She recovered, finished high 
school, and became a nun, taking the name Sister Alfonsja. Because of her love for children, she was assigned to a 
Catholic orphanage in Przemysl. Soon after the Germans reoccupied the area, she began to take in Jewish children. 
“Maria” was one of the first. One day Maria showed up at the front door of the orphanage. When Sister Alfonsja opened 
the gate, Maria whispered through her tears, “My name is Maria. I am a Catholic. Please take care of me.” Sister Alfonsja 
noticed a young couple watching the girl from the edge of the woods near the orphanage. She immediately let her in. 
“Maria” was in fact Hedy Rosen, and was watched by her parents. Pretending to be Polish, Hedy’s mother found work as 
a washwoman in a nearby village. She came to the orphanage during the night and left food for the children by the gate.  
 
Despite the danger and the daily struggle to manage, Sister Alfonsja took in 13 Jewish children. There was never enough 
food or medicine, and she often had to beg for rations. The orphanage was unheated, and water had to be brought up 
from a well. Human waste was collected daily in buckets, which then had to be emptied.  
 
In addition to providing shelter for the children, the orphanage saw to their schooling. Since Sister Alfonsja had pledged to 
take in only Catholic children, she had to keep the true identities of the Jewish children unknown to the priests who 
oversaw the local church. She treated the Jewish children as if they were Catholics. They attended mass and were taught 
that if a German asked them what they wanted to be when they grew up, they should say a nun or a priest.  
 
In the spring of 1944, as the retreating Germans moved out of eastern Poland, Sister Alfonsja brought the 13 Jewish 
children to the Jewish community in Przemys; there were only 300 survivors. In 1950, she left the convent and took her 
original name, Eugenia Wasowska.

Message From Our Educator 

Last week I attended the National Association of Temple Educators study kallah in Boulder, CO. Being a 
board member I always feel it is important to support their programs. This particular kallah was terrific. 
Throughout our sessions we discussed prayer and our relationship with God. I came away refreshed 
spiritually as well as excited to share some of the ideas with various parts of the congregation. I am hoping to 
bring some of my experiences to the family retreat in May and have already spoken to one of our teachers 
about incorporating some things into her curriculum. Another interesting piece for me was using the new 
prayerbook for four days. Not only did we use it for Tefilah, but we studied parts of it during our program. We 

got an understanding of why certain things were put into the new book and learned about its structure, which is quite 
different from “Gates of Prayer”. Besides learning a great deal, I always enjoy time spent with my colleagues around the 
country. We all learn from each other.  

This issue I want to highlight our chug teachers. Each Sunday morning the students have one half hour of chugim. A chug 
is an interest class that gives a diversion to their morning. On a typical day the children have one hour Hebrew, one hour 
Judaica, one half hour chugim and one half hour tefillot (prayer).
