Message From Rabbi Bob

. Each day we hear new reports about the state of the economy. Experts describe the current
situation as the worst since the Great Depression. The crises touches our families in varying
ways. We have seen the value of our homes decline and the worth of our investments in the
stock market diminish. Some of our members have lost their jobs. Others are afraid they may
soon lose their jobs. Many of us feel our retirement will be affected. We had grown
accustomed to an ongoing, seemingly inevitable increase in our sense of wealth and financial
well-being. That confidence has been replaced by a general sense of dread, a fear of the
unknown.

We never know the future, but as a community leader, | try to imagine what is over the horizon and around
the corner. While we do not know if things will get worse or if we have hit bottom, | am certain that panic is
not the answer. Fear only exacerbates the problem. We need to take a calm, clear-headed, problem-
solving approach to the crisis.

We will respond as a caring community, offering support to those in need. We will provide direct assistance
to families in crisis. The members of this congregation have always responded generously when | have
asked for donations to help families avoid becoming homeless. If you are in need, speak up. Often people
in need feel reluctant to ask for help. If you know of someone in trouble, let me know so | can reach out to
them. While we do not have the resources to offer long-term support to families, we can provide
emergency relief.

Over the years | have sent some of you resumes of members of our community seeking employment. If
you can help a job seeker because you are a decision-maker in your company or because you are in a
position to read a resume and pass it on to a decision-maker, let me know. For most of the people in the
worst situations, a job is the path out of their difficulties.

We call ourselves Etz Chaim. Let's rededicate ourselves to be a "Tree of Life" to those who require support
and protection.

Message From Our Educator

Everything we do can have a Jewish twist to it. Next week we will celebrate Thanksgiving, an
LAmerican holiday. Some equate Thanksgiving to Sukkot. On Sukkot we remember the

andering in the desert during Biblical times; on Thanksgiving we remember the early days of
Hour country when the Pilgrims landed at Plymouth Rock and celebrated their first Thanksgiving.

~ According to Rabbi and historian Gil Marks in “The World of Jewish Cooking,” the Pilgrims spent
several years in Holland where they came into contact with Sephardim who had immigrated to
that country following the expulsion from Spain. When the Pilgrims later celebrated the legendary first
Thanksgiving in the New World, their conscious frame of reference was Sukkot.

The Hebrew word for remember is zachor. We remember not only the Pilgrims and what life might have
been like for them in the 1600s, but also those who are no longer with us to share Thanksgiving. Speaking
of Hebrew words, how about teaching the people around the table a few new Hebrew words? Turkey is
tarnagol; pumpkin pie is pashtidah d'laat ; cranberries is oochmaniyot.

There can never be too many opportunities for expressing gratitude for our blessings. We can be grateful
for a secular holiday that celebrates not only the bounty we enjoy, but also our religious freedom. When we
gather around the table with family and friends, we think about the things we are thankful for.

You can turn these into blessings. You can begin each with "Baruch atah Adonai, Eloheinu Melech
Haolam", "Blessed are you, Adonai our God,.." Everyone around the table can create their own blessing,
telling what they are thankful for. After people have shared their blessings, everyone can say the
Shehechiyanu, a prayer thanking God for bringing us to this season.

In addition, you can do the traditional blessing for children. If you need a copy of it, please let me know.
Before you begin to eat, make sure you say HaMotzi, the blessing over the bread. We say Motzi on
Shabbat over challah, but the rest of the week the blessing can be over any kind of bread. If you are
serving wine with the meal, you can say the first line of the Kiddush ending with borei pri hagafen.

I hope you all have a very happy Thanksgiving. If you are traveling, travel safe. If you are home with family
and friends, enjoy. | encourage you to take family pictures. Memories of family events are so much fun to
look back upon and enjoy!

There are scholarships available, and some are not based on financial need. First, contact your rabbi to
find out if your congregation has a camp scholarship fund and to let him or her know that you will be
seeking outside scholarship help many funds require a signature or statement from your rabbi.

The Campership Program of Chicago will provide campers attending a Jewish overnight camp for the
first time for 3 weeks or more $1250, and those attending for the second time $750.
