Worshiﬁ

“Lord, | was born a Ramblin’ man...” — Allman Brothers

This week'’s Torah portion, Lech Lecha, begins with God's call to Abraham to leave his homeland
and his father's house, his position of status and his prosperity, to travel to the land that God will
show him. He leaves his homeland with his wife and his nephew Lot in tow. Together they set
out for the land of Canaan. Shortly after arriving in the land of Israel, they discover it to be
ravaged by a horrible famine, so they continue on to Egypt to stay temporarily until the famine passes.
Later in the portion, Abraham and Lot's shepherds begin to quarrel. Abraham gives Lot first pick of where
he wants to settle. Lot chose the fertile plains of Sodom, so Abraham continued moving in the opposite
direction.

Abraham sure got around a lot, didn't he? You’d think that if he were really going to settle into the land of
Canaan, the story would have him just go there and settle in one spot. Why did he move around so much?
There is a Midrash that seeks to explain why G-d wanted Abraham to experience the many exiles from
place to place: A bottle of perfume was placed in the corner of a shelf. As long as it remained there, no one
appreciated its fragrance. Only when someone moved the perfume from place to place did everyone enjoy
its wonderful fragrance. The same was true with Abraham and Sarah. G-d wanted them to move from
place to place so that people could get to know them and learn from their pious and generous ways.

By moving around, Abraham and Sarah were exposed to more people and to more experiences.

It reminds me a bit of the Life Tree Ramblers, our congregational band, who will be playing at our service
this Shabbat at 8:15. We only play a few times a year. Our dates seem to move around a lot. We never
have a set schedule. It just is the way it is. However, by moving around on the calendar a lot, we have the
opportunity to expose our music to many different types of people and to allow folks to experience Shabbat
with music and dance. Our Life Tree Rambler Shabbat service is an opportunity for grandparents to
worship with grandchildren, to dance and sing together, and to enjoy the magic and beauty of the Sabbath.
We hope that you will join us this Friday evening at 8:15 to experience another Life Tree Rambler Shabbat

Library Lines

November 8, 2008 marks the 70th anniversary of Kristallnacht. In two nights of violence against the Jews
of Germany, Austria, and Sudetenland, 2000 synagogues were burned, 7500 Jewish-owned businesses
were destroyed. Jewish cemeteries and schools were vandalized, 30,000 Jews were arrested, and 96
Jews were murdered and hundreds of others were injured. Mitchell G. Bard has collected eye-witness
testimony from survivors of the “Night of Broken Glass” in his book 48 Hours of Kristallnacht: Night of
Destruction/Dawn of the Holocaust, an Oral History.

One new title that offers an unusual perspective on the horrors of the Holocaust that intensified following
Kristallnacht is Yitta Halberstam and Judith Leventhal's Small Miracles of the Holocaust: Extraordinary
Coincidences of Faith, Hope, and Survival. Many Holocaust survivors live tormented by the question, “Why
was | spared when my loved ones perished?” This collection of experiences turns on the twist of fate, the
chance occurrence, the coincidence, and perfect timing that resulted in the featured survivor’s being
spared.

One Jew not only miraculously survived himself, but his artistry and cunning allowed others to flee the
Anschluss as well. The Forger by Cioma Schonhaus details the author’s risky escapades and his efforts to
outwit Hitler. The book is illustrated with the author’s sketches.
