Message From Rabbi Bob 

For us, Monday evening will be Rosh Hashanah, the beginning of the New Year, the sacred day 
to hear the sound of the Shofar. For our gentile neighbors it will just be Monday night in North 
America. At times we feel disconnected from our gentile neighbors. As Jews, our lives do have a 
different contour than the rest of the community. It is as if we are in a different play following a 
different script than everybody else. It is as if, we are following the script for Hamlet and they are 
in Guys and Dolls. 

 
We often say Rosh Hashanah is the Jewish New Year, but we do not greet our new year in the same 
manner as the secular new year is celebrated. We do not have raucous Rosh Hashanah eve parties. We 
do not watch Rosh Hashanah football games. There is no Shofar Bowl featuring the Hebrew Union College 
vs. the Jewish Theological Seminary. While the beginning of the new year is festive, its serious side 
dominates our thoughts and activities. Rosh Hashanah begins the Ten Days of Awe leading to Yom Kippur. 
For us as Jews, it is the time to reflect on the meaning and content of our lives.  
 
During these ten days we will hear the haunting melody of Avinu Malkeinu and Kol Nidre. We will recite the 
ancient prayers. We will hear the long, strong call of the shofar. Let us use these sacred Days of Awe to 
examine our hearts and our lives. 
  
As our High Holidays begin, let’s each ask ourselves: Who have I been? Who do I want to be? What have I 
done wrong? Who have I wronged? To whom should I make amends? How can I be a better person?

Mishkan T'filah Prayer Book  
Our new prayer book, Mishkan T'filah, has just been introduced at our Congregation. As Rabbi Bob has 
explained in his message of August 27th, there are many differences between Mishkan T'filah and our old 
prayer book. An incredible amount of thought and deliberation went into it, resulting in changes both large 
and small, both formal and substantive. Personally, I like the end result very much.  
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All this raises the question what's the best way to become familiar with Mishkan T'filah and the thinking 
behind it. Our Congregation is holding study programs to introduce members to Mishkan T'filah. That's a 
great way to become familiar with Mishkan T'filah. But these programs can't cover everything, and many 
people won't be able to attend them for one reason or another.  
 
Fortunately, the Union for Reform Judaism has created a special section on its web site specifically 
devoted to Mishkan T'filah. It is an outstanding resource for information about Mishkan T'filah, from the 
most basic questions to deep theological issues. I want to take this opportunity to introduce you to the 
Mishkan T'filah web site and guide you to some of its content. This is the first installment, and there will be 
more as we go along.  
 
1. The Mishkan T'filah  Web Site   
First things first. The Mishkan T'filah web site is located at http://urj.org/mishkan/. Copy this URL into your 
browser's address window, and there you are! Alternatively, a simple Google or Yahoo search for "urj 
mishkan" will get you to the same location.  
 
Now you're at the web site. Of course, there is an FAQ section, which you can reach by clicking on the third 
link from the top on the left side (blue background). These frequently asked questions are not bad for what 
they are, but they're clearly pitched more to Rabbis than to lay folk like you and me. For example, the 
question "how can I avoid announcing every page number" simply is not foremost on my mind. No doubt 
Rabbi Bob cares very much about this, though!  
 
2. Layout of Mishkan T'filah   
When I saw a page from Mishkan T'filah for the first time, I was surprised at the layout, and I confess I 
didn't understand it at first. I think many people will have that reaction. The web site has a great guide to 
the layout that I found very helpful. You can reach it by clicking on the second link from the top in the blue 
bar on the left. the link is entitled "Introducing MT into Your Congregation."  
 
Once you're on that page (it has the URL http://urj.org/mishkan/introducing/), you need to scroll down until 
you reach the heading "Introducing Mishkan T'filah." There is a long list of links under that heading. The 6th 
link down is entitled "The Structure of MT: A Guided Tour through a typical Two-Page Layout." Click on that 
link.  
 
Now you're at an article with that exact title. It's by Rabbi Kim Geringer. Right under the Rabbi's name, it 
says "Let's look at the two-page spread, pages 34 and 35." That's a link. Click on it. It will open up these 
two pages from Mishkan T'filah as a .pdf file in a separate window.  
 
Now you can switch back and forth between Rabbi Geringer's article explaining the layout, and the 
Mishkan T'filah pages that she is talking about (I actually find it easier to just print out the two Mishkan 
T'filah pages - I like to have something in my hands, and I think it's easier to see). She really does provide 
a thorough and helpful explanation of the layout.  
 
3. Some context  
Now that we have successfully gotten a sense of the layout of Mishkan T'filah, we'd like a little context. It 
would be nice to know how all this innovation fits within the traditions of Reform Judaism. Why a new 
prayer book, and why now? Rabbi Elliott Stevens of Montgomery, Alabama, has contributed a great article 
addressing precisely these topics. To reach the article, please use the "back" button of your browser to 
return to the "Introducing MT into Your Congregation" page (recall that it has the URL 
http://urj.org/mishkan/introducing/). Scroll down just a bit, until you come to the heading "Understanding 
Mishkan T'filah." There are three links under that heading. The second one is called "The Prayer Books, 
They Are A'Changin'." Click on it, and you arrive at Rabbi Stevens's article (its URL is 
http://urj.org/Articles/index.cfm?id=10575&pge_prg_id=51772&pge_id=4509).  
 
Another excellent contribution along similar lines, which integrates the reasons behind Mishkan T'filah with 
its structure and layout, is the interview with Rabbi Lawrence Hoffman that is posted on the web site. I  
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recommend it highly. To get to the interview, you have to return to the "Introducing MT into Your 
Congregation" page. The link is immediately below the link to Rabi Stevens's article. It is entitled "The 
Prayer Book of the People." Click on the link, and you're at the interview with Rabbi Hoffman (its URL is 
http://urj.org/Articles/index.cfm?id=10574&pge_prg_id=51772&pge_id=4509).  
 
Alright. We have looked at the layout of Mishkan T'filah, and we have done some substantial reading on 
the history of Reform prayer books leading up to Mishkan T'filah and the reasons why it was written. That 
shall suffice for now. Next time I will suggest further readings from the Mishkan T'filah web site, focusing on 
some of the liturgical changes that were adopted in Mishkan T'filah, and the reasons behind these 
changes.  
 
 
Sukkot 

On Monday October 13th at 7:00 PM we will celebrate the beginning of Sukkot with a 
joyous service. The observance will include holiday songs, a special story and the shaking 
of the lulav. Each child should bring a gaily decorated basket of fruit. During the service, 
the children will be called to the bima to present their baskets. Following the service, the 
baskets of fruit will be distributed to the needy of our community. After the service, the 
congregation will gather in the Sukkah for Kiddush immediately followed by sweets in the 
Stoller-Soreff Social Hall.

Harpist Marguerite Lynn Williams has concertized throughout the United States, Europe and Asia as a 
soloist, chamber musician and orchestra member in such venues as Carnegie Hall (New York), 
Shostakovich Hall (St. Petersburg, Russia) and Symphony Center (Chicago). Ms. Williams has won prizes 
in numerous competitions including First Prize of the Anne Adams National Competition sponsored by the 
American Harp Society in both 1998 and 1999; the National Endowment of the Arts Artist Recognition 
Talent Search (1997), the National Federation of Music Clubs (1997), the American Opera Society (2003) 
and Sigma Alpha Iota (2001). During the 2007-2008 season she was named runner-up for both the San 
Diego and Toronto Symphony's Principal Harp positions as well as a finalist for the Cleveland Orchestra's 
Principal Harp audition. Ms. Williams has been appointed substitute Principal Harp with the Chicago 
Symphony Orchestra for the 2008-2009 season.  
 
Among other solo engagements, Marguerite Williams has been featured as soloist with the International 
Chamber Artists, New World Symphony, Roosevelt University Chamber Orchestra; has premiered 
numerous compositions including Augusta Read Thomas’ …The Soul is Light… ; and is under high  
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demand for her performances of contemporary music including Berio’s “Circles” for voice, harp and two 
percussionists. Recent performances have included collaborations with Yo-Yo Ma, Renee Fleming, Maxim 
Vengerov, Kanye West and appearances as royal entertainment for H.I.H. Princess Thi-Nga of Vietnam.  
 
An experienced orchestra musician, Ms. Williams has appeared with the Chicago Symphony, Milwaukee 
Symphony, Ravinia Festival Orchestra, Toronto Symphony and the San Diego Symphony. She is currently 
substitute principal harpist for the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, and principal harpist of the Colorado 
Music Festival (Boulder, CO). Previously she was the principal harpist of the New World Symphony, Civic 
Orchestra of Chicago, New Philharmonic Orchestra (Glyn Ellen, IL), and DuPage Opera Orchestra. She is 
a founding member of the International Chamber Artists, Project Copernicus and Fifth House ensembles.  
 
Marguerite Lynn Williams attended the Eastman School of Music where she received both a Bachelor of 
Music degree and Performer’s Certificate studying with Kathleen Bride. She then attended Roosevelt 
University to study with Chicago Symphony Orchestra principal harpist Sarah Bullen, where she received a 
Master’s Degree in Orchestral Studies. Ms. Williams is currently on faculty at the Frost School of Music, 
University of Miami and maintains a private harp studio.

Message From Our Educator 
  
In less than a week our new Jewish year 5769 will begin. Some students had an opportunity to 
blow the shofar this past Sunday; the rest of the primary department will have a chance to try 
this coming Sunday. Everyone that comes to junior congregation (for 3rd - 6th graders) will be 
able to try blowing the shofar at the conclusion of our service. The shofar is sometimes referred 
to as an announcing tool. In biblical and post biblical times it was the way of letting people know 
when a holiday was beginning. We can think of it as a call of awakening. At this time of year we 

should be awakening ourselves to our actions. As we either blow or listen to the shofar, it is our call to 
action within ourselves to make us into better human beings. 
  
 As I walked through classrooms on Sunday I heard many teachers talking to their students about how they 
can be better people. I heard most often “be nicer to my brother/sister”. In one class students were telling 
what their wish for the new year was and I heard “having my family eat dinner together” or “having my 
parents home more often”. Kids are amazing. They realize that their behavior is not perfect but they really 
like having a sense of family. This seemed to be a theme throughout the classes. Hopefully we as parents 
can listen to this and try to make this a reality as much as possible.

The SEND-A-KID-TO-ISRAEL PARTNERSHIP (SKIP) program is a special savings plan that helps 
Chicago-area youngsters visit Israel as an integral part of their Jewish education. Young people who 
participate in the program for the full seven years (grades 3 through 9) will have approximately $2,000, 
including interest, saved to help meet the cost of an Israel Experience program. SKIP funds can be used 
after sophomore year through FIVE YEARS AFTER GRADUATION FROM HIGH SCHOOL (through age 
26 for those who were high school graduates as of July 2003). Furthermore, SKIP contributions, plus 
interest, are FULLY RE FUNDABLE at any time should the youngster not participate in an Israel 
Experience program. 
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SKIP GOAL – an Israel Experience program as part of each child’s Jewish education. SKIP funds can be 
used for your family’s choice of a wide variety of approved high school or college Israel Experience 
programs. 
 
SKIP PARTNERS- your family, your congregation, and the Jewish Federation of Metropolitan Chicago 
each contribute to the SKIP savings plan. 
 
SKIP ENROLLMENT - enroll in public or day school grades 3-6 and continue to make contributions through 
9th grade. 
 
SKIP FACTS- 4,200 participants are currently enrolled in SKIP through more than 51 participating 
congregations and 1,625 teens and young adults have used their SKIP funds to help them participate in an 
Israel Experience program.
