Message From Rabbi Cosnowsky 
If you aren't one of the nineteen million who viewed on UTube, Susan Boyle's amazing debut as 
she wowed the judges on “Britain's Most famous”, you certainly missed something truly 
wonderful. If you haven’t heard by now, last week, Susan Boyle walked out on stage for an 
audition and despite the cynicism of the judges, and the snickers and eye rolling of the 
audience, she made her mark on the music world. Her only goal was to make it onto the show. 
She confessed many things to the audience. One, that she wanted to win the competition to 
perform for the Queen and ultimately to become as famous as Elaine Paige, aka the "first lady 

of British musical theater." When she made these proclamations, some members of the audience rolled 
their eyes in disbelief. Why? Because let’s face it, Susan Boyle is a 47 year old woman who confessed 
she’s never had a boyfriend, never been kissed, she lives alone with her cat Pebbles and has a somewhat 
frumpy appearance. However, when she opened her mouth, the snickers turned to applause and she 
became an overnight singing sensation. Why did the audience and why ultimately, does the world love 
her? Because not only are we culpable of the judges cynicism, there is also a lot of Susan Boyle in each of 
us.  
 
I could not help but notice the similarities between this experience and this week's Torah portion, Tazria. In 
the Torah portion, tzaraat, or leprosy, was understood as both a physical condition brought about by a 
spiritual weakness that ultimately caused a person to have to separate a person from the community. It 
was hoped that when the inflicted person found this tzaraat on his body, he would become introspective in 
order to pinpoint his wrongdoings, and come to do teshuvah (repentance) for them. For this purpose, his 
tzaraat would act as a ‘divine’ wake up call which would encourage him to change his ways and potentially 
to repent. That was the point of the leprosy.  
 
And so it was with Susan Boyle. She would be easy not to like. She is someone that is not physically 
threatening in any way. She is not someone that would be given a second look on the street. Bullies may 
have found it possible to tease her about her bushy eyebrows and dowdy appearance. The judges certainly 
did not expect something as beautiful as her voice to emanate forth from her lips. It was clear from the 
overall reaction, both the audience and judges were awed. And not only were the judges sorry for having 
judged her, they went over board to do teshuvah - to make amends for having given her such little respect. 
 
One judge said, "I sort of feel like apologizing to Susan…I'm sorry, because we did not give you anything 
like the respect we should have done when you first came out…And then you came out and we thought 
you were going to be a bit of a joke act, to be honest with you," he said. "And then I can remember ... that 
second when you had begun to sing, and I had never heard a more surprising, extraordinary voice coming 
out of somebody so unexpected." 
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With the news full of stories of school bullying, cyber bullying and examples of many who judge of others 
strictly based on looks, the Susan Boyle story is refreshing. She has exposed our modern day version of 
tzaraat – our tendency to gossip and judge another. We stay in our smallness and narrow vision of others 
and then miss the beauty that each of us has to offer. We celebrate with her because she has opened our 
eyes to our personal tzarat and our own personal teshuvah. In our our support for her, we find our place in 
the community, and our eyes have been opened to the beauty within each other. And in this way, the Torah 
continues to have relevance and meaning in our modern day lives.

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Library Lines 
At this time in our religious calendar, when we observe Yom HaShoah, Holocaust Remembrance Day, it is 
timely to reflect on those shattering events through several DVD’s recently added to the library collection.  
 
“God on Trial” is a chilling drama that aired on PBS. A group of newly arrived prisoners at Auschwitz put 
God on trial for having abandoned His chosen people. 
 
“Steal a Pencil for Me” also takes place in a concentration camp where Jack, his wife Manya, and his new 
love, Ina, find themselves sharing the same barracks. Despite the degradation and suffering and Manya’s 
understandable objections, Jack and Ina sustain their love through secret letters each writes the other. 
 
“Imaginary Witness: Hollywood and the Holocaust” uses film clips and comments from such Hollywood 
notables as Steven Spielberg, Sidney Lumet, and Rod Steiger to discuss how filmmakers tried to reveal the 
truth about the Holocaust given the restrictive movie codes and German sympathies of the 1930’s. 
Excerpts from over 40 feature films are incorporated into this documentary which Booklist magazine 
termed a “powerful. . . historical record and testimony to the power and responsibility of film.” 
 
A stirring new documentary, “Inheritance”, explores the suffering of a child of the Holocaust, in this case, a 
child of a Holocaust perpetrator. Monika Hertwig’s father was Amon Goeth, the commandant of the 
Plaszow concentration camp, a villainous man, portrayed by Ralph Fiennes in “Schindler’s List”. In 
wrestling with the legacy of her father, Monika contacts Helen Jonas, who lived for two years as Goeth’s 
enslaved servant. The production records the women’s meeting and their attempt to bring some closure to 
their emotional turmoil. 
 
The acquisition of these programs and all library materials is made possible through the generosity of 
donations to the Robert N. Glass Memorial Library Fund. Materials are available for loan to all members of 
Congregation Etz Chaim and circulate for two weeks.

Etz Chaim's 10th Grade Project: Go Green!  
As many of you might be aware, the earth is facing a crisis, now whether it is all accredited to Global 
Warming or not, we are not 100% sure, however everyone can agree that the earth is not is the best shape 
right now (to put it nicely). The 10th graders are currently in a Tikkun Olam class led by Robin Dombeck 
and one of our project ideas was to create an E-bulletin column each issue with tips on being more "Eco-
friendly" in our lives today. Each article will include easy ways to change our huge impact on the earth. 
Hopefully, our smaller effort will be the beginning of a larger one. Please help us in our effort to make our 
planet healthy again. 
 
1. Run it Full! Only run your dishwasher when it's full and don't pre-rinse all your dishes before putting them 
in. This doesn't mean that you should put a plate full of food in the washer, but don't rinse it clean AND 
then load it in the washer. Doing this can save 20 gallons of water per dish load- about 7,300 gallons a 
year. 
 
 
2. Multi-task! While you're waiting for your water to heat up before you shave, shower or take a bath try 
brushing your teeth. Or when you are rinsing the shampoo out of your hair start soaping up. Getting the 
most out of your water can help you save it! It can also save you time! 
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3. PHONE BOOKS: Did you know that phone books take up about 10% of land fills! Call to have yours 
cancelled and use an on line directory. At the least, be sure to recycle when your new one comes out. 
 
4. Now that spring is approaching, lawn care becomes routine for many Americans. Fit your garden hose 
with an automatic shut off nozzle to prevent waste when the water is on but the hose is not being used. 
This can save up to 6.5 gallons of water A MINUTE! 
 
5. Unplug your electronics when they're not in use. This would include TV's (GASP.... yea, it doesn't need 
to be on all the time), computers, chargers, etc. Between 10-15% of a TV's energy is still used when it's 
powered "off" and some appliances even more! If everyone unplugged just one of their TV's when it was 
not in use we could save about $1 billion a year in energy bills!
