Message From Rabbi Bob 
We celebrate the same holidays every year. But we do not celebrate them in exactly the same 
way. Our celebrations shift as our lives change. Our celebrations adjust as the events of the 
world shift. 
 
On Passover, early in the Seder we say, “Let all who are hungry come and eat.” This year the 
phrase takes on new meaning. The economic downturn has touched many people. People we 
know, people we care about face difficult times. The situation calls us as individuals and as a 

community to find ways to give practical, real world expression to these words, “Let all who are hungry 
come and eat.” 
  
The Brotherhood of the congregation, the Jewish Federation of Metropolitan Chicago and individual 
contributors have provided me with funds to give grants to members of our congregation in financial crisis. 
People are reluctant to ask for help. I understand that it is difficult for most people to step forward and ask 
for help. 
 
You can assist me by encouraging those who you know to be in trouble to ask for help. You can also help 
identifying for me that people who are in trouble but are unwilling to request assistance. This will provide 
me the opportunity to reach out to them. 
 
We can also understand this phrase “Let all who are hungry come and eat” metaphorically. For some in our 
community the hunger they feel is not financial but rather spiritual or social. They may feel distant from God 
or cut off from other people. We need to be ready to open our homes and our hearts to those who are 
socially isolated. 
 
When we attend services and other events at the synagogue, we need to welcome those who we do not 
know. We cannot simply talk to our friends and ignore the strangers. 
 
Each year we proudly proclaim, “Let all who are hungry come and eat.” This year let us make a renewed 
effort to express these words in our deeds. 
 

All Hebrew Service   

On April 10th we will hold an all-Hebrew Friday Evening service. The prayers, the sermon and all the 
instructions will be in Hebrew. Our rabbis will lead the service in such a way that  even people with very 
limited Hebrew knowledge will be able to follow along and participate. This service is in the spirit of 
OSRUI's Chalutzim program.  

 
 
Yom HaShoah- April 20th 

Our annual Yom HaShoah service will take place this year on Monday, April 20th at  
7:30 PM. During the service there will be a series of readings, songs and prayers. We will 
recall the events of the attempt to destroy the Jewish people. The setting and mood of the 
service differs from other services held her at the synagogue during the rest of the year. 
We sit close together and take turns reading from descriptions, accounts and reflections on 
the Holocaust.

Message From Our Educator 
Every year I send one or two students to Panim el Panim in Washington, D.C., a program for 
high school students that teaches them about social action by doing. They learn how to lobby on 
the hill and then use these skills to meet with their own congressman. They also are involved 
with the homeless. This year I was able to send five of our seniors on the program. Below is a 
glance at what they did: 

 
Amelia Chinn:  
Going into Panim, I really only knew the basics of what we were going to encounter. The leadership, the 
Jewish values, and politics were some of the major topics we knew were going to be covered. What we 
actually experienced, however, is so much more than just the basics. The most impressive experience was 
when our group presented an issue, put together key points to back up our stance, and with that issue, we 
lobbied with Senator Durbin's legislative assistant. Being able to voice our opinion and be a part of the 
lobby experience was something I will always remember. Besides the politics, we also focused on service. 
As part of our service, we took part in Street Torah, where we went to a Square in D.C. and talked to 
homeless people. Before the Street Torah experience, we talked about and realized how little conversation 
these homeless people receive each day. Then when we approached them with donated items and our 
kind words, it was a great feeling to know that by just making a small conversation about their day and how 
they were doing, it made their day a bit brighter, all thanks to us. 
 
Abby Heisler:  
Panim was a trip of a lifetime. I wasn’t really sure what I had volunteered for when I signed up but in the 
end it was well worthwhile. We had a plethora of speakers that covered a wide range of topics, but the one 
that really stuck with me was the Faces of Homelessness. That was the most touching: we had three 
speakers, one was an advocate and two others were people who were actually homeless. Both speakers 
had unfortunate things happen to them. One had bought a house which then burned down and the 
insurance check went to the previous owners. He had no way of getting all of that money back, and all of a 
sudden was homeless. The woman had a family disagreement and had to move out of her house, she then 
moved in with her sister. Her sister already had two kids and had trouble supporting all four of them. She 
was then homeless. Both of these stories were really touching, and it taught us that homeless people aren’t 
just burnouts, they are real people. 
The following day we went out to McPherson Park to do street torah. For street Torah we all brought 
toiletries and necessary items. We got to walk around and give them out to the people that needed them. 
There was a group of about five of us that gave a man some toiletries and food and he was so touched that 
he sang us a song. All of these people really touched my heart and made me want to help change the 
problem of homelessness.  
 
Aaron Bell:   
Panim was an excellent experience for me that really taught the importance of not only standing up for 
what I believe in, but actually acting upon it. The program showed us many different problems within the 
realms of politics and society, and how we can get involved and make a change for what we believe is 
right. One of the major social problems we touched on was poverty and homeless. We had a couple of 
homeless individuals come in and share their stories with us, it was very interesting to see that they are just 
normal who made a few bad decisions and ended up paying the price. My favorite part of the trip was when 
we went out to a public park and handed out socks and gloves and things to homeless people, and got to 
talk with them and hear their stories as well. On the political side of things, we got to meet a legislative 
assistant for Senator Durbin and lobby for an issue that we thought needed changing. We decided to lobby 
to him about the Illinois education system. The part that impressed me the most was how good of a case 
we actually presented, I did not expect that. Overall the trip was very rewarding. 
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Seth Hurwitz:  
Though I’ve been on many different types of engaging Jewish education trips, Panim el Panim stood out as 
truly unique. Rather than simply discussing pressing issues and formulating our own educated opinions, we 
were able to take action. One of the highlights of the program was an initiative called “Street Torah”. Armed 
with socks, toothbrushes, fresh underwear, and other assorted accessories; our Panim group approached 
the homeless of D.C. with Tikkun Olam in mind. Though only treating a symptom of the homeless problem 
in the United States, this engagement gave the homeless that we encountered an opportunity to simply 
enjoy warm conversation and the human interaction that they so often miss out on in their daily lives. 
However, the meeting with Dick Durbin’s legislative assistant gave an honest insight into the game of 
lobbying. Though it may be difficult to sway a legislator who disagrees with your point of view, it is entirely 
false to assume that it is impossible to reach such an individual. As a matter of fact, our congressmen are 
quite accessible. With this knowledge, as well as other revelatory information, Panim has left me feeling 
entirely empowered. 
 
My goal in the future will be to send all of our seniors that teach in the school that are interested in 
participating. The five that went this year all teach and all felt the program was very worthwhile.

DuPage United Meeting Recap 
On March 29th, Governor Quinn met with over 700 people from DuPage United, United Power (Cook), 
Lake County United, and Public Action for Change Today (PACT), all sister organizations. With this 
Assembly, we began a new kind of relationship between our sitting governor and our grassroots citizens' 
organizations which will be based on mutual respect and accountability. 
 
We presented to the Governor The Five Pillars for Re-Imagining Illinois and ask for his response. 
The Five Pillars for Re-Imagining Illinois are:  
1. Rooting out the culture of corruption, nepotism and political dynasties. 
2. Fiscal responsibility and adequate revenue. 
3. Fair and progressive taxation. 
4. Priorities for people---especially those who are hurting in the current economic crisis---over politics as 
usual. 
5. New and diverse faces, especially those of young adults, in state and local government. 
 
We heard explanations about the five pillars and then listened to stories from individuals that illustrated our 
concerns. The most poignant for me was from Judy Gethner, a member of B'nai Jehoshua Beth Elohim, 
Bnai Joshua , and United Power who has lost her job. Her concern was for healthcare. She is healthy but 
has a pre-existing condition and in less than a month her Cobra health insurance policy will run out. Then 
she will have no healthcare insurance. She has contacted all companies in the state and none will insure 
her.  
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Governor Quinn addressed our concerns and spoke to us about his concern for responsibly meeting our 
state financial obligations and needs. He was asked to speak with DuPage United about our concerns at 
College of DuPage and other local issues. He was also asked if he would meet again with those attending 
before the budget is passed in mid-May. He agreed to both meetings. In turn, we will be holding meetings 
in our institutions to discuss what we learned and to hear from our members. I hope you will be able to 
attend these house meetings and the next meeting with Gov. Quinn. (times are yet to be announced) 
 
In a follow up to the College of DuPage Board of Trustee Candidate Forum which was held at our 
congregation on March 22, congregations throughout DuPage were asked to encourage voter turnout on 
April 7. They were sent a summary of the DuPage United sponsored forum with all the candidates 
responses. It was also available at Congregation ETz Chaim. DuPage United does not endorse candidates 
but speaks out on issues and encourages citizen participation.

Etz Chaim's 10th Grade Project: Go Green!  
As many of you might be aware, the earth is facing a crisis, now whether it is all accredited to Global 
Warming or not, we are not 100% sure, however everyone can agree that the earth is not is the best shape 
right now (to put it nicely). The 10th graders are currently in a Tikkun Olam class led by Robin Dombeck 
and one of our project ideas was to create an E-bulletin column each issue with tips on being more"Eco-
friendly" in our lives today. Each article will include easy ways to change our huge impact on the earth. 
Hopefully, our smaller effort will be the beginning of a larger one. Please help us in our effort to make our 
planet healthy again. 
 
1. Run it Full! Only run your dishwasher when it's full and don't pre-rinse all your dishes before putting them 
in. This doesn't mean that you should put a plate full of food in the washer, but don't rinse it clean AND 
then load it in the washer. Doing this can save 20 gallons of water per dish load- about 7,300 gallons a 
year. 
 
2. Multi-task! While you're waiting for your water to heat up before you shave, shower or take a bath try 
brushing your teeth. Or when you are rinsing the shampoo out of your hair start soaping up. Getting the 
most out of your water can help you save it! It can also save you time! 
 
3. PHONE BOOKS: Did you know that phone books take up about 10% of land fills! Call to have yours 
cancelled and use an on line directory. At the least, be sure to recycle when your new one comes out.

4. Now that spring is approaching, lawn care becomes routine for many Americans. Fit your garden hose 
with an automatic shut off nozzle to prevent waste when the water is on but the hose is not being used. 
This can save up to 6.5 gallons of water A MINUTE! 
 
5. Unplug your electronics when they're not in use. This would include TV's (GASP.... yea, it doesn't need 
to be on all the time), computers, chargers, etc. Between 10-15% of a TV's energy is still used when it's 
powered "off" and some appliances even more! If everyone unplugged just one of their TV's when it was 
not in use we could save about $1 billion a year in energy bills!
