Message From Rabbi Cosnowsky

At Congregation Etz Chaim, we are truly the Purim capital of the world. We have the wildest
celebration, we have the coolest giveaways, we do Purim in an over the top manner. But there is
also a serious side to Purim, which | think deserves attention before we return to our wild and
crazy way of celebrating. We know from our Tanakh that the holiday of Purim commemorates
that deliverance of the Jews who lived in the Persian empire. They were not exterminated by
Haman's sinister plot. Haman had drawn "lots" (think lottery) or "purim" to choose the number of
the day Haman and his sons would execute the King Ahasueres' command. King Ahasures was swayed by
Haman to send letters to all of the surrounding cities of Persia announcing Haman's plan. Thankfully, on
the 14th day of Adar, instead of all the Jews being massacred, Esther's heroism saves the Jews and once
again, the Jewish people endure.

Unlike Passover, Shavuot and Rosh Hashanah, which are biblical holidays, proscribed by the Torah, Purim
has a lesser status. (It is not mentioned in the Torah in the 5 books of Moses, but rather in the latter part of
the Hebrew bible the writings, where it enjoys its own scroll.) Therefore, unlike Torah holidays where work
is not allowed, for Purim, business transactions and manual labor are allowable. When you come to hear
the reading of the megillah, you may notice that the chant of the text will be done with "Esther trope" a
different melody or chant than what is normally done on Shabbat.

In the Book of Esther, it talks about "the sending of portions one to another, and gifts to the poor." This is
called "Mishloach Manot" - often shortened to "Shalach Manot" or the Yiddish "Shalach Manos." According
to the tradition, one should give a gift of food, one of which is prepared (cooked or baked) to at least one
person. This law is described in the Book of Esther (9:22) It is customary to send gifts of food to friends,
loved ones and to the poor. In order to preserve ones dignity, no distinction was to be made among the
poor - Jew or non-Jew - or any one who was willing to accept the gift can do so.

The reason why our congregation gives away a bottle of wine to all adults who come to the reading of the
Megillah in costume on Purim comes from the tradition that one should drink on Purim until he can no
longer distinguish "Cursed be Haman" from "Blessed be Mordecai." (As was written in Joseph Caro’s work
on Halachah, the Shulchan Aruch.) Ironically, drunkenness was originally allowed on Purim. But, in modern
times, the rabbis worried about the abuse of this and have started to preach a message of moderation.
Merry-making is encouraged; total intoxication is not. That is also why we invite you to take the sealed
bottle of wine home with you to be enjoyed a little at a time and not to be consumed at the congregation!

Finally, from whence did our custom of masquerading on Purim come? According to Jewish history, Purim
costumes were first introduced amongst the Italian Jews about the end of the fifteenth century. It was
influenced by the Roman carnival. From Italy this custom spread over all countries where Jews lived.
Today, we continue this tradition of dressing up in costume and celebrating the holiday as a congregation
and as a Jewish community. The serious side of Purim tempers our gaiety and reminds us of our obligation



to one another. Purim is not to be celebrated alone. We are obligated to do 4 things: to give charity to those
less fortunate, to give gifts to our friends and spread joy to others, to commune as a congregation to listen
to the Megillah reading (Story of Esther), and finally to enjoy a festive Purim meal.

May you all be blessed with a joyous, happy and healthy Purim!

On Purim there are three commandments which Jews are obligated to fulfill. One is to hear The Book of
Esther. The second is Shalach Manot, “the sending of portions” or sending gifts of sweets to friends, family
and particularly to teachers. The third mitzvah is Manat L’Evyonim, “gifts to the poor.” At this time of great
joy we remember those who have less than we do. This mitzvah can be fulfilled by directly handing money
to those who are in need. If you want, the synagogue can be of help to you in fulfilling this mitzvah; your
Manat L’Evyonim will be forwarded to the Walk-In-Ministry.

Library Lines

Author Ariel Sabar grew up in West Los Angeles, trying ever so hard to be a cool surfer teen, but never
fitting into the California scene. Ariel held his father responsible for his own discomfiture: after all, wasn't it
the olive skin, unruly hair, unusual name, and demanding religion he inherited that were chafing at him?
Ariel's father, Yona Sabar, a distinguished professor in UCLA’s department of Near Eastern studies, began
life as Yona Beh Sabagha in Sakho, Kurdistan. Ringed by mountains and the twisting Habur River, Sakho
was such an isolated village that its residents communicated in Aramaic, the ancient language that
dominated the world until the 7th Century, when the Arabic of conquering Muslim armies gained
dominance. How did a Jewish boy from primitive and remote Sakho find his way to Los Angeles and to
academic renown? This is the compelling story that Ariel tells as he discovers his roots and builds a
relationship with the father he had scorned in his youth. History, anthropology, the twists of fate, and the
determination to survive are penned with finesse and intensity in Sabar’'s My Father’'s Paradise: A Son’s
Search for His Jewish Past in Kurdish Iraqg.

Sadia Shepard also undertook a journey in search of her family’s roots. In Shepard’s case, however, it was
her love of and devotion to her recently deceased grandmother, Nana, that directed Shepard’s travels to

India. Shepard’s Nana began life as Rachel Jacobs, a member of the Bene Israel Jews of India. Nana
married a Muslim man, moved with him to Pakistan, and agreed to raise their children in his faith.
Consequently, Shepard’s mother was raised a Muslim in Pakistan but married a white protestant from the
United States. Shepard grew up in a mix of Christian, Moslem, American, and Pakistani customs. On her
grandmother’s deathbed, Shepard determined to learn about the Jewish Indian component of her identity,
about which she knew so little. Packing her cameras and her Fulbright Scholarship, the young filmmaker
set out for India in 2001 to document the remaining Bene Israel community and to root out her previously
unknown Jewish heritage. Her search draws her closer to her beloved grandmother and causes Shepard to
question which of her cultural and religious influences will dominate her subsequent life choices. Beautifully
crafted, her book The Girl from Foreign: A Search for Shipwrecked Ancestors, Forgotten Histories, and a
Sense of Home precedes Shepard’s intended film, which will be screened at Spertus on Monday, April 27,
2009 at 6:30 PM.

School & Youth Activities

= Our third graders gather together with their parents to learn about Hebrew names. Everyone
rotates through three stations, each with a different activity.

Fifth grade students and parents come together to learn about Israel in an interactive way. Through the use
of the giant Attractive Land map, families learn about the geography, topography and interesting facts



about Israel. Every year different activities are done with the map and the families always enjoy the
experience.

Every year the sixth grade family program revolves around bar/bat mitzvah. Rabbi Cosnowsky, Rachel
Wood and | do a number of activities with the families. The highlight of the program for the kids is actually
reading part of their Torah portion out of the Torah. Every child gets to see exactly where his/her portion is
in the Torah and each child learns to read the first few words of the portion.

The seventh grade program is different from all the other grades. Parents come to Judaica class with their

child one week. Parents get a sampling of what goes on in the Judaica class with Rabbi Cosnhowsky. After
an hour in the classroom, parents see why their children enjoy coming to class so much!

Looking for Financial Help for Summer 2009 at OSRUI?

There are scholarships available, and some are not based on financial need. First, contact your rabbi to
find out if your congregation has a camp scholarship fund and to let him or her know that you will be
seeking outside scholarship help many funds require a signature or statement from your rabbi.

The Campership Program of Chicago  will provide campers attending a Jewish overnight camp for the
first time for 3 weeks or more $1250, and those attending for the second time $750. It doesn't matter what
your income is or how many summers you attended camp for two weeks or less.
