Message From Rabbi Cosnowsky�

I really hate having to write about Israel. I see the subject as something that Rabbi Bob writes 
about so much better than I can. I see so many other Rabbis who feel passionately about the 
issues facing Israel. Whereas I feel inadequate at times to effectively articulate a cogent and 
compelling position about Israel, because most of the time, I feel very conflicted. However, with 
Rabbi Bob on sabbatical and Israel having Operation Cast Lead going on what has emerged are 
two major subjects that cannot be ignored. These issues arising out of the recent conflict 
include: 

The blatant lack of aid from any of the other Arab nations. After 12 days of fighting, this was 
reported by ABCnews.com in an article on 1/8/09. In the article, it stated what we have always 
known and claimed, and that is, the Arab world has not been actively supportive of the Palestinians 
plight. Sure, they have been very vocal about their anti-Israel rhetoric and their claims to Israel’s 
aggression. However, when it comes to sending financial and humanitarian aid, the Arab countries 
fall very short behind European and even Israeli support. You can find this story here.  

 Another issue that has reared its ugly head is the anti-Semitism that has come about masquerading 
as Hamas ‘support.’ In the Boston Globe, Jeff Jacoby wrote that behind the anti-Israel rhetoric is 
plain old anti-semitism in full force. Although today, it is vogue to be anti-Israel. Read the full article 
here.  

And if you are also baffled as to what Israel should do at this point, or if you just want to gain a better 
understanding of the issues that Israel is facing, I highly recommend that you join our congregation on 
Saturday, January 24th at 7PM  when we welcome Paul Liptz who lives in Israel and will speak first hand 
about the Israeli situation.

In 
addition to leading his congregation, Rabbi Funnye serves on the boards of the Jewish Council on Urban 
Affairs and the American Jewish Congress of the Midwest, and is active in the Institute for Jewish and 
Community Research, which reaches out to black Jewish communities outside the United States, such as 
the Beta Israel in Ethiopia and the Igbo Jews in Nigeria. He was ordained a rabbi by the Israelite Rabbinical 
Academy in 1985. He earned a Bachelor of Arts degree in Jewish Studies and Master of Science in Human 
Service Administration from the Spertus Institute of Jewish Studies in Chicago. Rabbi Funnye has worked 
to break down false barriers in how "Jew" is defined and to wholeheartedly integrate those who convert.  
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"I often like to tell new people that when you start studying Judaism, every time you get a new book, every 
time you learn something new, it should feel like dipping a spoon into a bucket of fresh well water. If you 
ever had well water, it stimulates the whole being -- this is what Judaism does when we learn. It stimulates 
the being. It's never stopped doing that for me. The more I learn, the richer it tastes; the better it tastes."

We are also eager to welcome back Aaron Freeman for our annual Martin Luther King Jr. program the 
morning of January 18. Aaron Freeman is a stand up comedian, author, cartoonist, blogger and Torah 
Maven. He and his wife, artist Sharon Rosenzweig, publish the popular and controversial online weekly 
cartoon series, The Comic Torah. As a stand-up comedian Aaron is a member of the internationally 
acclaimed quartet, The Israeli/Palestinian Comedy Tour. Freeman also has performed with The Second 
City and is a commentator for National Public Radio's "All Things Considered." Aaron co-wrote and 
directed the hit stage comedy "The Arab/Israeli Comedy Hour."  
 
His books include "How to Say 'I Love You' in 30 Languages," "Baby Boomers - Acid Rock to Acid Reflux" 
and "Confessions of a Lottery Ball, the Inside our world of Aaron Freeman." 

 
Paul Liptz to Speak at Etz Chaim 

Please join the Social Action and Adult Education Committees for a very special evening on Saturday, 
January 24, 2009. We will be hosting a special evening with Paul Liptz, a visiting scholar from Israel. Do 
not miss this incredibly enlightening evening.  
 
Paul Liptz was born in Zimbabwe, then known as Rhodesia, the grandson of a very early Jewish pioneer 
family. In May 1967 Israel sent out a call to young Jews around the world to assist the country in the 
coming war- Paul took a leave of absence from the international trading firm where he was working, and  
joined hundreds of Southern Africans going to Israel. His plane arrived on June 4, 1967 -one day before 
the Six Day War. After a short time, he decided to stay in Israel and studied at The Hebrew University. He 
then moved to Tel Aviv University when he has been lecturing for almost 35 years.  
 
He is currently the coordinator of Israel Studies, HUC-JIR/Jerusalem: Department of Middle Eastern and 
African History, Tel Aviv University. He specializes in Jewish, Middle Eastern, and European topics and 
lectures around the world. 
  
 
Rabbi Bob's "Intro to Bible" Class  
This spring I will again teach an "Introduction to Bible" course at Elmhurst College on Wednesday evenings 
beginning February 4th. 
  
We will explore the Biblical texts using scholarly, literary, and traditional approaches. We will look at what 
these texts meant to the original authors, what they have meant throughout the centuries, and what they 
mean today. The course will meet on Wednesday evenings at Elmhurst College from 6:30 PM to 9:30 PM 
beginning February 4th through May 13th ( no class March 25th - spring break). 
 
Some of the texts we will read together will be completely new for everybody. We will also explore very 
familiar texts in a brand-new way.  
 
We will look at questions like: Why are there two stories of creation in Genesis? Why does Deuteronomy 
contain commandments not found in other books of the Torah? Why does God speak to “Moses and 
Aaron” in Leviticus, but to “Moses” elsewhere?  
 
Using investigative tools we will determine who wrote the books of the Bible and why.  
 
Most Jews know very little about Christian scripture. This course will also provide entry into that world.  
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Members of Etz Chaim may audit the class. When I have taught this course in the past, members of the 
congregation who have audited the class found it to be engaging and worthwhile. If you would like to audit 
the class, please contact me by phone or email me.

At the age of 18, he left Beverly Hills, for 
Israel. After fifteen months of grueling training designed to break down each individual man 
and to rebuild him as a warrior, he became a part of Israel's most elite security cadre, akin to 
the American Green Berets and Navy SEALs. He was offered the only post a non-Israeli can 
hold in the special forces. In 1996 he joined a top-secret, highly controversial unit that 
dispatches operatives disguised as Arabs into the Palestinian-controlled West Bank to 
abduct terrorist leaders and bring them to Israel for interrogation and trial. Between 1996 
and 1998, he learned Hebrew and Arabic; become an expert in urban counter terror warfare, 
the martial art of Krav Maga, and undercover operations. He participated in dozens of life-or-
death missions. His book is a rare view into the shadowy world of "black ops."  

 
After spending 3 years in Sayeret Duvdevan, he returned home and founded IMS Security, a consulting 
firm that specializes in protecting politicians, business executives, Hollywood actors, and rock stars. It 
offers counterterrorism training to the United States military, to local and state police departments, and to 
various SWAT units around the country. He lives in Los Angeles.

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A Friend Remembered  
It is with great sadness that we announce the passing of Michelle Moses - an exceptional young woman 
and former member of our congregation. She attended preschool at Etz Chaim in 1991-92, when her family 
joined the congregation. In 1995, they moved to Ft. Lauderdale. In the few years while at Etz Chaim, the 
Moses family made an impact through their generous involvement and through the many friendships they 
developed. Inez, Michelle's mother, continually contributed her time and energy to the benefit of Etz Chaim. 
The family was well loved and missed when they left.  
 
Michelle's strong ties to Judaism continued throughout her 21 years. At her Bat Mitzvah in Ft. Lauderdale, 
which was attended by several Etz Chaim families, it was apparent that Michelle had already developed 
into a profoundly sweet and spiritual young woman. In every town in which she lived, she embraced her 
Jewish faith and felt close to her community and mentors. In particular, she became very close with the two 
rabbis at Wise Synagogue in Cincinnati. Both Rabbi Ilana Baden and Rabbi Michael Shulman spoke at her 
memorial service, each expressing Michelle's extraordinary purity and generosity of spirit. Rabbi Shulman 
read a letter that she wrote to him while at college thanking him profusely for a congregation care package 
and his presence in her life which still meant so much to her. For a girl with a plate so full - finding time to 
send this note to her rabbi was an inspiring glimpse at one of many simple kindnesses that came so easily 
to her. 
 
During her college years, Michelle spread kindness daily and donated her time and energy to larger 
causes. Twice a week she was a teacher's helper, mentoring fifth graders from disadvantaged homes. 
When her friends were relaxing and vacationing this past spring break, Michelle was participating in Habitat 
for Humanity in New Orleans. She loved the experience so much that she had already decided to return 
this coming spring - with or without companions - but was going to try her best to recruit others to the 
cause. She loved children and had a gift for making them smile - often babysitting for neighbors and 
friends. At the University of Florida, she was studying elementary education, where she was always on the 
Dean's list. She had plans to get her Master's degree in special education - another gift she wanted to 
share with the world.  
 
At the news of Michelle's fatal accident, an enormous outpouring of her friends and colleagues showed 
their grief through a facebook group in her memory - currently holding 739 members - with written accounts 
of their memories and sadness of her passing. People wrote not only about her loving spirit, but that she 
was so much fun to be with in any situation. She was a source of energy, friendship and joy for so many 
that it seems she lived - in this and in all ways - the life of many people at once. All of these messages - 
coming from mere acquaintances or from her closest friends - conveyed that people were truly touched by  
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her contagious laugh and genuine smiles, her passion and wholeheartedness for everything she did and 
the fierce loyalty and love she felt for all the hundreds that she touched.  
 
Of all the people close to Michelle, she cherished her family most of all. Her mother Inez and her father 
Garry were both the nurturing, loving parents she needed and the example from which she set her life 
course. She was always proud of her "big little brother" Ben, who is a sophomore at the University of Miami 
in biomedical engineering. Through his devastation, Ben found the strength to write a message to those 
present at her memorial service, read by Rabbi Shulman. He urged those who loved her to think of 
Michelle's constant integrity in our difficult times; when faced with a moral dilemma to think of Michelle; 
when given an opportunity to help to think of Michelle. I take comfort in his words and knowing how many 
people's lives she changed and how her life was brimming with passion and an extraordinary eagerness to 
improve the world. She was an angel on earth who was taken too soon.�

They have a strong presence in Illinois and Chicago, with grants to America’s Second 
Harvest, the Illinois Hunger Coalition, the ARK, Northern Illinois Food Bank, the EZRA Center (Jewish 
Federation of Metro. Chicago), the Good New Community Kitchen, the Lakeview Pantry, and Vital Bridges. 
MAZON's mission is to educate and raise the consciousness of the Jewish community regarding its 
obligation to alleviate hunger and its causes, and to provide for people who are hungry.

Academic Scholarship Program 
Approximately $500,000 in scholarship funds will be available from the Jewish Federation of Metropolitan 
Chicago for Jewish college and graduate students in need of financial assistance for the 2009-2010 
academic year. Eligibility requirements include: full-time graduate enrollment primarily in a “helping  
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profession”; or vocational or undergraduate training in the helping sectors requiring no graduate education 
for employment; or studies in the arts or sciences; or communications at the University of Illinois at Urbana-
Champaign; or law. 

Applicants must be legally domiciled in the greater Chicago metropolitan area, or, in some cases, Cook 
County or Northwest Indiana. Jewish Vocational Service administers the scholarship program and 
personally interviews all applicants before April 20.
