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I returned a week ago from a trip to Israel...�

Each January the JUF gathers together the Reform, Conservative and Orthodox Rabbis for a 
mission to visit Jewish communities in the former Soviet sphere and Israel. We see the good 
work the JUF is doing through the JDC and Jewish Agency. In recent years we have been to 
Vilna, Budapest and Minsk. 

 
The CCAR- National Reform Rabbis meet in Jerusalem every seven years in February. The JUF moved 
our mission from January to February, so that mission concluded on the day the convention began. 
 
I have been to Israel many times, over 20 times. Yet on this trip I had new experiences, I visited new 
places and met new people. However, I did see our old friends, including Nava Ein Mor at Lifeline, Rabbi 
Tammy Kolberg from Ranana and Rabbi Edgar Nof from Haifa, and I got to visit with my family, including 
my daughter Abby. Also in Haifa we spent time with Gerson and Bobbie Lichtenberg 
 
I cannot now write a complete report of the trip. It would go on for pages after pages. Instead, I want to tell 
you about few special moments. 
 
Linda Gradstein NPR's Jerusalem correspondent met with the 30 rabbis of the JUF mission. Before the 
session some of the rabbis had questions about NPR in general and Linda in particular. They express 
doubts about her sympathies. When she entered the room they saw right away that she is in fact an 
Orthodox Jew. She explained that she had made Aliyah from America twenty years ago. She is deeply 
committed to Israel. 
 
On Sunday of the CCAR convention we had choices of activities. I went to visit a settlement in the West 
Bank between Bethlehem and Hebron. I have not been there in years. Gush Etziyon is a block of four 
communities on the same spot where Jewish communities had existed before 1948. The Jordanian army 
conquered these communities in 1948. The residents were killed or driven off by the Jordanians. After the 
Six Day War the people returned to reestablish the communities. To reach this area we traveled a new 
road through a tunnel which allows one to avoid driving through Bethlehem. We met the mayor of the area 
and the Rosh Yeshiva of Yeshivat Har Etzion a leading Hesdar Yeshiva. 
 
Many ultra orthodox men do not serve in the Israeli army. They devote themselves to Torah study 100%. 
The Hesdar Yeshiva combines Torah Study and Army service. Rabbi Aaron Lichentstein, one of the 
leading modern orthodox rabbis of our time, spoke with us. He explained that they teach their students to 
be good soldiers, good as in effective and good as in ethical. 
 
During visits to Israel often I encounter small events which remind me where I am. Last Sunday afternoon 
Abby, my brother-in-law, Oded and I went out for coffee. Abby ordered “selected cookies.” The plate 
contained four cookies. Three were round. The fourth was a triangle. This week in Israel selected cookies 
included a Hamentaschen.
