Message From Rabbi Cosnowsky

Remember those blue Maxwell House Haggadah’s? My family used them every year, way back
when. My parents were not learned in Jewish things and did not have anyone to guide them as
to how to do a Seder. Thus this dull Haggadah only fostered them to hold in my juvenile opinion,
a pretty boring Seder. (But my parents’ Seder was far and away more exciting than my
grandparent’s Seder, where my grandfather would insist on reading the ENTIRE haggadah in
Hebrew!)

Don't get me wrong. | don’'t begrudge those Maxell House based Seders. Although the Seder was pretty
dry, the antics of my parents and my extended family is what remains forever fixed in my memory. The
memories have little to do with the content of the Maxwell House Haggadah and everything to do with what
happened when we retold the Passover story.

Thus, we can ascertain that no matter which Haggadah you use, it doesn’t matter. The job of every person
who runs a Seder is to do things that will make the guests ask questions. Or of course, if you are not
predisposed to performance and/or wild antics, you can just ask questions of your guests...

However, if you want to break from the traditional mode of rote Seder complete with Haggadah reading, |
offer these suggestions:

View the Seder as not only a retelling of the journey of the Israelites from slavery to freedom, but also
as an opportunity to perform. The Haggadah tells us we should feel as if we were slaves in Egypt. What
better way to feel enslaved, then to connect with our inner thespian and tell the story, as if it were a
personal narrative.

Provide props for guests to use while they read so that they are more apt to be ‘in character”

Keep finger food (cut up vegetables, matzah crackers and spread) on the table so that if guests
(especially children) get hungry, they can reach for the food and be less apt to fuss.

Infuse the Seder with corny Passover jokes (find online) such as:
Knock, Knock

Who's there?

Eliya

Eliya who?

EliyaHu HaNavi (That’'s hebrew for Elijah the prophet)
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Make use of the Haggadah so that both the child and the adult have something to maintain their
attention. Every Seder leader needs to think about what will work for the group, according to the various
ages. (Music, dance, a short play, props and even an impromptu game of charades are great ways to
engage the audience.) And of course, if you are in the middle of the Seder and your guests are not
impressed with your impressions of Grouch Marx playing Moses - don'’t be afraid to skip what isn’t
working.

There is an Iranian Jewish custom you can add to the Seder. During the song ‘Dayenu’ your guests can
hit each other with green onions. This act will certainly raise eyebrows (as well as according to some
Persian Jews — this act will expel one’s negative energy.) When your guests wonder why they have just
been flogged by scallions, you can explain that this Sephardic tradition reminds us of the lashings the
Jewish slaves endured.

Whatever you do, try to make your Seder memorable and meaningful. Remember, our ultimate goal is to
help us draw inspiration from our ancestor’s liberation from Egyptian slavery. And to remember from that
knowledge of our ongoing struggle against our own spiritual enslavement, we can overcome these
obstacles and help all others to be free as well. May you all be blessed with a zissen Pesach - a sweet
Passover filled with many blessings.

Our annual Yom HaShoah service will take place this year on Monday, April 20th at 7:30 PM. During the
service there will be a series of readings, songs and prayers. We will recall the events of the attempt to
destroy the Jewish people. The setting and mood of the service differs from other services held her at the
synagogue during the rest of the year. We sit close together and take turns reading from descriptions,
accounts and reflections on the Holocaust. We begin the service by reciting the Kaddish. During the year
we gather as a congregation on many sacred days to remember the events of our past. On Yom HaShoah
we come together to mourn and to remember.

DuPage United Assembly March 22nd Recap

At the DuPage United sponsored Assembly on March 22nd, we heard about what’'s going on at the College
of DuPage, why it matters and what should we do about it. Three community members spoke about their
experiences at COD and why the college is so important to the community. Then the candidates were
asked five questions about matters of concern to DuPage United on selecting future presidents, shared
governance at COD, priority of workforce development, finding alternate funding sources, and meeting with
DuPage United if elected. The candidates attending: Jeffrey Handel, Sandy Kim, Matthew Nelson, Kim
Savage, Nancy Svoboda and Tom Wendorf all answered yes. Candidates then were given a total of five
minutes to present themselves and their vision for COD. Next the audience was asked to commit to three
things: to voting on April 7th, to telling ten people about what we learned, and to attend a meeting with
Governor Quinn next Sunday, March 29th at 3:30 PM held at St Frances of Rome School 1401 S Austin
Boulevard, Cicero, IL.

Recently, Governor Quinn had a meeting with leaders from United Power, DuPage United, Lake County
Power and PACT. As a result the participating organizations decide to hold a public meeting with Governor
Quinn to begin the process of renewing and re-imagining public life in our state and to confront lllinois’
political and budget crises directly and honestly.

At the March 29th meeting with Governor Quinn, members of the four sister organizations will present Five
Pillars for Re-Imagining Illinois and ask for his response. At this Assembly, we will look to begin a new kind
of relationship between our sitting governor and our grassroots citizen organizations that will be based on
mutual respect and accountability.

The Five Pillars for Re-Imagining lllinois are:

1. Rooting out the culture of corruption, nepotism and political dynasties.

2. Fiscal responsibility and adequate revenue.

3. Fair and progressive taxation.

4. Priorities for people---especially those who are hurting in the current economic crisis--over politics as
usual.

5. New and diverse faces, especially those of young adults, in state and local government.

The meeting on Sunday ended with many positive comments about how informative and helpful the
meeting was. We hope you and many others, who pledged, will be able to attend this very important
meeting with Governor Quinn on March 29th.
