Message From Rabbi Cosnowsky

“All the people witnessed the thunder and lightning, the blare of the horn and the mountain
smoking, and when the people saw it, they fell back and stood at a distance. ‘You speak to us’
they (the Israelites) said to Moses, ‘and we will obey.” (Exodus 20:15-16)

In the Torah, Shavuot is described as a harvest festival which later developed into one of the
three pilgrimage holidays when the Israelites harvested their crop and brought a portion to the
Priests as an offering. (The Pilgrimage holidays are Sukkot, Passover and Shavuot.) Basically, these were
an appropriate time for the Priests to collect the offerings (think taxes). In more modern times, the Rabbis
linked Shavuot to a time when the Torah was revealed at Mt. Sinai and given to the Jewish people.

We celebrate Shavuot by having a service where we unroll the entire Torah and have the students who
became B’nai Mitzvah in the past year read part of their Torah portion. The Torah is held by leaders of the
congregation and we bring flowers to help decorate the ark. Then we have a dairy (foods) reception
followed by a study session. This year, Rabbi Bob will explore the descriptions in the Torah of the
revelation at Sinai and we’ll be discussing how we understand this today.

However, there is another way to understand this holiday. That is, there is an opportunity for us to see the
Torah as relevant to our lives even though it has been many years since it was received. Instead of using
Letterman’s "Top 10" reasons why Torah is relevant to our lives, | figured I'd just give you the top five.

1) We should appreciate the Torah. Has your quality of life changed (hopefully improved) because of the
Torah? Have you had an adult Bar Mitzvah or do you have a child who has had a Bat Mitzvah? (Or, would
you consider having a Bar or Bat Mitzvah? It has been a few years since our congregation had a B'nai
Mitzvah class.) Have you ever heard a sermon that moved you to change some aspect of your life? If so,
then please acknowledge that the wisdom and the message were directly influenced by the Torah.

2) The Torah teaches us to have gratitude - hakarat hatov. Every moment of every day gives us the
opportunity to acknowledge the gifts we give and receive to others and God. It can be as simple as a smile
or as lofty as helping someone get a job that will help support him for life. We can take a moment to
acknowledge the sunrise and thank our parents and children for sharing this earthly journey with us.
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3) Life sometimes feels like a test. Some may argue that that is the purpose of life — that is, we are always
being tested. These trials of life allow us to develop new strength, new awareness of God or even to
discount that God exists. Either way we respond, the Torah is filled with stories of our ancestors who were
tested before us, and as they came through and lived their lives with courage and dignity, we can do so as
well.

4) The Torah can help us deal with our world. Through learning and studying the Torah, we can see that
we are not that different from all of humanity. We can use the lessons we learn in Torah to treat each other
with kindness, give more charity, do great works to heal the world and find greater meaning in our own
existence.

5) Find a study partner - find a friend. As Pirke Avot (Ethics of our Fathers) says, "Make for yourself a
teacher" (1:6). This means we should strive to study some aspect of Jewish life this year. When we come
together for Torah study, an evening sponsored by the Adult Education committee, a lecture by Rabbi Bob
or a class with Rabbi Cosnowsky, we grow and change. When we welcome Jewish learning into our busy
lives, when we become willing to grapple with difficult issues, we grow and we develop. And with growth,
we become more alive and can more fully be a part of the human experience.

May you all be blessed with a healthy, happy and educational Shavuot!

Shavuot Celebration- 2009

On
Shavuot we recall the giving of the Torah at Mount Sinai and the bringing of the
offering of first fruits to the Temple in Jerusalem. During our service we will
completely unroll a Torah scroll. The leaders of the congregation will hold the
scroll, encircling us in Torah. Young people who have become B’nai Mitzvah since
last Shavuot will read from the Torah.
